to be fulfilled.

READ Genesis 22:1-2
e Why does God test our faith?
e When has your faith been tested?
o> How did It impact your relationship with God?

READ Genesis 22:11-14
e How does the provision of the ram in Abraham's
story symbolize God'’s provision in our lives?
e \What does Abraham'’s experience teach us about
letting go and trusting God?
