The church in 

Corinth receives a message from Paul, and it’s a bit of a 

slap. What is 1 Corinthians all about? Did the church in 

Corinth respond? What can we learn from this message 

today? 
 

 Open with prayer. 

 If your groups is new, give everyone time to introduce 

themselves.

REVIEW 
Open your Bibles and read from 1 Corinthians 15. 

 Share your favourite points from the weekend 

sermon. What spoke to you?  

 Share a phrase or moment that you related to the 

most, or a question you may have from the weekend.

 What does this passage tell you about people (or 

myself)?

Share what God is doing in your life and spend some 

time praying for each other’s prayer requests.  

 How can we help one another in our group? 

 Who else (outside of our group) needs our help? How 

can we help them? 

 Who should we pray for today?
