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We often think of creepy tales of doom and gloom when
it comes to apocalypse imagery (and things do get a little
weird in the last half of the book of Daniel.) But with a
closer look and careful study, each vision will unveil
something about the future ... and remind us we're in
good hands if we trust the One who's in control.

e Open with prayer.
e If your groups is new, give everyone time to introduce
themselves.

CONVERSATION STARTERS

e How did God show up in your life this week?
e What are you thankful for?
e What is causing stress in your life right now?

REVIEW

Open your Bibles and read Daniel 7.

e Share your favourite points from the weekend
sermon. What spoke to you?

e Share a phrase or moment that you related to the
most, or a question you may have from the weekend.



DISCUSSION QUESTIONS

e What does this passage say? Repeat it in your own
words.

e What does this passage tell you about God?

e What does this passage tell you about people (or
myself)?

e How does this passage apply to your life? How can
you specifically live out this passage?

PRAISE & PRAYER POINTS

Share what God is doing in your life and spend some
time praying for each other’s prayer requests.

e How can we help one another in our group?

e Who else (outside of our group) needs our help? How
can we help them?

e Who should we pray for today?
