


Daily Devotions 

The devotional order below is a simple form of personal prayer and study. 

Adoration:  
Spend time praising God for who he is. Remember that he is your creator, 
the source of all good things. 

Read the selected psalms out loud as prayers. 

Confession:  
Be honest with God. Talk with him about the mistakes you’ve made. Ask for 
forgiveness. 

Thanksgiving:  
Along with the mistakes, talk to God about the blessings he’s given you, es-
pecially the ways he is changing you. 

Supplication:  
Ask God to intervene. Bring him the concerns of your friends and family, the 
church, and yourself. 

Listening to the Word:  
read the devotional passage for the day. Read it slowly, multiple times. 
What stands out to you? What might God be saying to you today?
