12 For our struggle is not against flesh and

blood [contending only with physical
opponents], but against the rulers, against the

powers, against the world forces of this

[present] darkness, against the spiritual forces
of wickedness in the heavenly (supernatural)

places.

Ephesians 6: 12

We are fighting something that is
supernatural, that cannot be seen...

What does Paul mean by “Powers?”

This refers to high level demonic angels that
are motivating, encouraging people and
nations to act against Christ’s plan

“Exousia"



“Exousia" (ἐξουσία)
 One bearing Authority
Transcendent rulers

Transcendent is theological term meaning
something supernatural, exceeding the mortal
plane 

Functionaries
roles designated to a specific capacity especially as
a governmental service, official 

Ex: the Police Badge and the authority it holds, represents
thousands of people that back this specific organization

"Dunamis" (δύναμις)
 Dynamic action
Wonder working power, miraculous power, the action

Ex: the gun, stun-gun

satan has functionaries that
have specific purposes toorchestrate things

Now the serpent was more crafty (subtle, skilled in deceit) than
any living creature of the field which the Lord God had made.
