Both Jairus and the woman get far more than they asked for. Be aware
that when you go to Jesus for help, you will both give to and get from

him far more than you bargained for. Be patient because the deal often

doesn’t work out the way you expected ... Jairus ... came to Jesus to
cure his dying daughter, but he got far more than that ... When you go
to Jesus for help, you get from him far more than you had in mind. But
when you go to Jesus for help, you also end up giving to him far more
than you expected to give.
