When
the fool in me has been exposed, how to access God’s grace?

FOOL’s HOPE: What anchors us when we
badly (Romans 5:1-2)

Romans 5:1-2  Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have
peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have gained
access by faith into this grace in which we now stand. And we rejoice in the
hope of the glory of God.

Peace = is our position + condition. One past transaction of ...

Grace = is our standing even in utter failure

Full Glory of worship = is a result of the unworthy being saved

(5-6)  Aaron hopes pleasure will be his protection
(22-24) Aaron hopes he won’t get caught

3) Psalm 33:18-19 But the eyes of the Lord are on those who fear him,
on those whose hope is in his unfailing love. to deliver them from death and
keep them alive in famine.

4) Psalm 62:5-8 Yes, my soul, find rest in God; my hope comes from him.
Truly he is my rock and my salvation; he is my fortress, | will not be
shaken. My salvation and my honor depend on God; he is my mighty rock,
my refuge. Trust in him at all times, you people; pour out your hearts to
him, for God is our refuge.

5) Psalm 25:4-7  Show me your ways, Lord, teach me your paths. Guide me
in your truth and teach me, for you are God my Savior, and my hope is in
you all day long. Remember, Lord, your great mercy and love, for they are
from of old. Do not remember the sins of my youth and my rebellious ways;
according to your love remember me, for you, Lord, are good.

6) 1 Peter 1:3 Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! In
his great mercy he has given us new birth into a living hope through the
resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead...

7) Prov13:12 Hope deferred makes the heart sick, but a longing fulfilled is a
tree of life.

8) Eph1:18 | pray that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened in order
that you may know the hope to which he has called you, the riches of his
glorious inheritance in his holy people.

9) Psalm 42:11 Why, my soul, are you downcast? Why so disturbed within
me? Put your hope in God, for | will yet praise him, my Savior and my God.
