indeed he who gladly received the promises was offering up his only
begotten, Of whom it was said, “In Isaac shall your seed be called”;
Counting that God was able to raise men even from the dead, from
which he also received him back in figure.

Genesis 21:12 And God said to Abraham, Do not be displeased on
account of the boy and on account of your maidservant. Whatever
Sarah says to you, listen to her voice, for in Isaac shall your seed be
called.

Genesis 12:1-3 Now Jehovah said to Abram, Go from your land / And
from your relatives / And from your father's house / To the land that |
will show you; And | will make of you a great nation, / And | will bless
you / And make your name great; / And you shall be a blessing.
