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Genesis 3:1-5 (NIV) — Now the serpent was more crafty than any of the
wild animals the Lord God had made. He said to the woman, “Did God
really say, ‘You must not eat from any tree in the garden’?” The woman
said to the serpent, “We may eat fruit from the trees in the garden, but God
did say, "You must not eat fruit from the tree that is in the middle of the
garden, and you must not touch it, or you will die””. “You will not certainly
die”, the serpent said to the woman. “For God knows that when you eat
from it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good

and evil”.

Genesis 3:12 (NIV) — The man said, “The woman you put here with me —
she gave me some fruit from the tree, and | ate it".

Genesis 3:16-19 (NIV) — To the woman He said, “I will make your pains in
childbearing very severe; with painful labor you will give birth to children.
Your desire will be for your husband, and he will rule over you”. To Adam
He said, “Because you listened to your wife and ate fruit from the tree
about which | commanded you, ‘You must not eat from it’, Cursed is the
ground because of you; through painful toil you will eat food from it all the
days of your life. It will produce thorns and thistles for you, and you will eat
the plants of the field. By the sweat of your brow you will eat your food until
you return to the ground, since from it you were taken; for dust you are and
to dust you will return”.

Genesis 3:15 (AMP) — “And | will put enmity (open hostility) between you
and the woman, and between your seed (offspring) and her Seed; He shall
(fatally) bruise your head, and you shall (only) bruise His heel.

“Long before Zacchaeus couldn’t see Jesus, the tree was already planted
to meet his need” — Unknown

Galatians 3:10,13 (NIV) — “For all who rely on the works of the law are
under a curse, as it is written: ‘Cursed is everyone who does not continue
to do everything written in the Book of the Law” — “Christ redeemed us from
the curse of the law by becoming a curse for us, for it is written: “Cursed is
everyone who is hung on a pole.
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Galatians 1:6-7 (NKJV) — “I marvel that you are turning away so soon from
Him who called you in the grace of Christ, to a different gospel, which is not
another; but there are some who trouble you and want to pervert the gospel
of Christ”.

“gospel” = Greek euangelion — “good news”

Galatians 1:11-12 (NIV) — “l want you to know, brothers and sisters, that
the gospel | preached is not of human origin. | did not receive it from any
man, nor was | taught it; rather, | received it by revelation from Jesus
Christ”.

But when they arrived, he
began to draw back and separate himself from the Gentiles because he
was afraid of those who belonged to the circumcision group. The other
Jews joined him in his hypocrisy, so that by their hypocrisy even Barnabas
was led astray”.

Galatians 3:1-3 (NIV) — “You foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you?
Before your very eyes Jesus Christ was clearly portrayed as crucified. |
would like to learn just one thing from you: Did you receive the Spirit by the
works of the law, or by believing what you heard? Are you so foolish?
After beginning by means of the Spirit, are you now trying to finish by
means of the flesh?”

Galatians 5:1-3 (NKJV) — “Stand fast therefore in the liberty by which
Christ has made us free, and do not be entangled again with a yoke of
bondage. Indeed I, Paul, say to you that if you become circumcised, Christ
will profit you nothing. And | testify again to every man who becomes
circumcised that he is a debtor to keep the whole law”.
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Galatians 5:12 (NIV) — “As for those agitators, | wish they would go the
whole way and emasculate themselves”.
