Foundations - Freedom
Pastor Logan Ames

John 15:12-13 (NKJV) - "This is My commandment, that you love one another as | have
loved you. Greater love has no one than this, than to lay down one's life for his friends".

John 8:31-33 (NIV) - To the Jews who had believed Him, Jesus said, "If you hold to my
teaching, you are really my disciples. Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set
you free". They answered Him, "We are Abraham’s descendants and have never been
slaves of anyone. How can you say that we shall be set free?"

"This section of the discourse is addressed to those who believe, and yet do not believe.
Clearly they were inclined to think that what Jesus said was true. But they were not
prepared to yield Him the far-reaching allegiance that real trust in Him implies.

Jeremiah 29:4-9 (NIV) - This is what the Lord Almighty, the God of Israel, says to all
those | carried into exile from Jerusalem to Babylon: "Build houses and settle down;
plant garden and eat what they produce. Marry and have sons and daughters;
find wives for your sons and give your daughters in marriage, so that they too may have
sons and daughters. Increase in number there; do not decrease. Also, seek the peace
and prosperity of the city to which | have carried you into exile. Pray to the Lord for it,
because if it prospers, you too will prosper”. Yes, this is what the Lord Almighty,
God of Israel, says: "Do not let the prophets and diviners among you deceive you.

Do not listen to the dreams you encourage them to have. They are prophesying lies to
you in my name. | have not sent them”, declares the Lord.

John 8:34-38 — Jesus replied, "Very truly | tell you, everyone who sins is a slave to sin.
Now a slave has no permanent place in the family, but a son belongs to it forever.
So if the Son sets you free, you will be free indeed. | know that you are Abraham's
descendants. Yet, you are looking for a way to kill me, because you have no room for my
word. | am telling you what | have seen in the Father's presence, and you are doing what
you have heard from your father".

Isaiah 53:4-5, 10 (NIV) - "Surely He took up our pain and bore our suffering, yet we
considered Him punished by God, stricken by Him, and afflicted. But He was pierced for our
transgressions, He was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace
was on Him, and by His wounds we are healed" — "Yet it was the Lord's will to crush Him and
cause Him to suffer, and though the Lord makes His life an offering for sin, He will see His
offspring and prolong His days, and the will of the Lord will prosper in His hand".

"We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are
endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life,
Liberty, and the pursuit of Happiness. That to secure these rights, Governments are
instituted among Men, deriving their just powers from the consent of the governed, that
whenever any Form of Government becomes destructive of these ends, it is the Right of
the People to alter or to abolish it”
— The Declaration of Independence

Genesis 2:15-17 (NIV) — The Lord God took the man and put him in the Garden of Eden to

work it and take care of it. And the Lord God commanded the man, "You are free to eat

from any tree in the garden; but you must not eat from the tree of the knowledge of good
and evil, for when you eat from it you will certainly die".

Genesis 3:4-5 (NIV) - "You will not certainly die", the serpent said to the woman.
"For God knows that when you eat from it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like
God, knowing good and evil".

1 Peter 2:11-17 (NIV) - "Dear friends, | urge you, as foreigners and exiles, to abstain from sinful
desires, which wage war against your soul. Live such good lives among the pagans that,
though they accuse you of doing wrong, they may see your good deeds and glorify God on the
day he visits us. Submit yourselves for the Lord's sake to every human authority: whether to
the emperor, as the supreme authority, or to governors, who are sent by him to punish those
who do wrong and to commend those who do right. For it is God's will that by doing good you
should silence the ignorant talk of foolish people. Live as free people, but do not use your
freedom as a cover-up for evil; live as God's slaves. Show proper respect to everyone,
love the family of believers, fear God, honor the emperor”.

1 Peter 2:18-19 (NIV) - "Slaves, in reverent fear of God submit yourselves to your
masters, not only to those who are good and considerate, but also to those who are
harsh. For it is commendable if someone bears up under the pain of unjust suffering

because they are conscious of God".

John 19:28-30 (NKJV) — "After this, Jesus, knowing that all things were now
accomplished, that the Scripture might be fulfilled, said, 'l thirst!" Now a vessel full of
sour wine was sitting there; and they filled a sponge with sour wine, put it on hyssop,

and put it to His mouth. So when Jesus had received the sour wine, He said,

It is finished! And bowing His head, He gave up His spirit".

Exodus 12:22 (NIV) - "Take a bunch of hyssop, dip it into the blood in the basin and put
some of the blood on the top and on both sides of the doorframe. None of you shall go
out of the door of your house until morning”.

Bottom Line — Key Points
1. While we focus on a national freedom that can be removed, God offers us an eter-
nal freedom in Jesus.
2. Patriotism is not wrong, but it is blasphemy to put one's country ahead of God
and His plan.
3. Freedom was endowed to us by God, but it is not freedom from consequences for
disobeying Him.
