Jews enslaving other Jews due to ….

•Working on the wall did not allow them to work for 
food

•Mortgaged land and homes for food

• Loans to pay taxes

• Enslaving children due to other’s owning their fields



How did Nehemiah respond?

•He became angry v.6 
•He took time to think through His response v.7
•He made public charges against the nobles and 

officials v.7
•He invited others into the discussion v.8
•He told the truth – Jews enslaving other Jews – worst 

than the pagans v.9
•He demanded legal action and accountability v.11-13



Why is this happening?   Nehemiah 5:8
…and said to them, “We, as far as we are able, have 
bought back our Jewish brothers who have been sold 
to the nations, but you even sell your brothers that 
they may be sold to us!” They were silent and could not 
find a word to say. So I said, “The thing that you are 
doing is not good. Ought you not to walk in the fear of 
our God to prevent the taunts of the nations our 
enemies?



What does it mean to walk in the fear of 
God?

•My daily decision making is based upon humility and 
awe of who God is as He presents Himself in Scripture.



Deuteronomy 10:12-13 

“And now, Israel, what does the Lord your God require

•My daily decisions are based upon humility and awe
of who God is as He presents Himself in Scripture.

• I view other people as God does – image bearer

• I need to reflect God’s image to others

•My vertical relationship directly impacts my horizontal 
relationships.  Intimacy before impact.
