Loving the Lost: Tutung of Brunei, The Tutung are a people group living in a slower-paced region of
Brunei. For generations, they were fishermen and seafarers, but many have now traded their nets for
better paying jobs in the larger cities. While their ancestors followed animistic beliefs, most Tutng today
practice Islam. In Brunei, being Muslim is considered a lifelong identity - from birth to death. Some
Tutung still celebrate their indigenous traditions alongside Islamic practices, creating a blend of the two
belief systems. The more beliefs and traditions they cling to, the harder it seems for them to let go and
embrace the gospel of Jesus Christ.
