Pakistan. They are very superstitious and have many traditional practices to ward off evil spirits. Many
years ago, Naveed chose to follow Christ after having dreams of a “Man in White” and hearing the
gospel from a visiting tourist. Since then, he has followed Christ without community, not knowing any
other Christians among his tribe or language group. Praise God that Naveed is not completely alone -
God'’s presence has given him strength and comfort.
