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Discipleship – Redemp.on 
 
Gen 2:7 
7 And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his 
nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living being.  
 
Gen 3:14-19 
14 So the Lord God said to the serpent: 
"Because you have done this, You are cursed more than all caLle, And more than 
every beast of the field; On your belly you shall go, And you shall eat dust All the 
days of your life. 15 And I will put enmity Between you and the woman, And 
between your seed and her Seed; He shall bruise your head, And you shall bruise 
His heel."  
16 To the woman He said: 
"I will greatly mul.ply your sorrow and your concep.on; In pain you shall bring 
forth children; Your desire shall be for your husband, And he shall rule over you."  
17 Then to Adam He said, "Because you have heeded the voice of your wife, and 
have eaten from the tree of which I commanded you, saying, 'You shall not eat of 
it': 
"Cursed is the ground for your sake; In toil you shall eat of it All the days of your 
life. 18 Both thorns and thistles it shall bring forth for you, And you shall eat the 
herb of the field. 19 In the sweat of your face you shall eat bread Till you return to 
the ground, For out of it you were taken; For dust you are, And to dust you shall 
return."  
 
Isa 59:1-2 
1 Behold, the Lord's hand is not shortened, 
That it cannot save; Nor His ear heavy, That it cannot hear.  
2 But your iniqui.es have separated you from your God; 
And your sins have hidden His face from you, 
So that He will not hear.  
 
Isa 44:22 
22 I have bloLed out, like a thick cloud, your transgressions, 
And like a cloud, your sins. Return to Me, for I have redeemed you."  
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Gal 3:13-14 
Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us 
(for it is wriLen, "Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree"), 14 that the blessing 
of Abraham might come upon the Gen.les in Christ Jesus, that we might receive 
the promise of the Spirit through faith.  
 
Eph 1:7-10 
7 In Him we have redemp.on through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according 
to the riches of His grace 8 which He made to abound toward us in all wisdom and 
prudence, 9 having made known to us the mystery of His will, according to His 
good pleasure which He purposed in Himself, 10 that in the dispensa.on of the 
fullness of the .mes He might gather together in one all things in Christ, both 
which are in heaven and which are on earth — in Him.  
 
Rom 3:21-24 
21But now the righteousness of God apart from the law is revealed, being 
witnessed by the Law and the Prophets, 22 even the righteousness of God, 
through faith in Jesus Christ, to all and on all who believe. For there is no 
difference; 23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 24 being 
jus.fied freely by His grace through the redemp.on that is in Christ Jesus,  
 
Rom 6:16-19 
16 Do you not know that to whom you present yourselves slaves to obey, you are 
that one's slaves whom you obey, whether of sin leading to death, or of obedience 
leading to righteousness? 17 But God be thanked that though you were slaves of 
sin, yet you obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine to which you were 
delivered. 18 And having been set free from sin, you became slaves of 
righteousness. 19 I speak in human terms because of the weakness of your flesh. 
For just as you presented your members as slaves of uncleanness, and of 
lawlessness leading to more lawlessness, so now present your members as slaves 
of righteousness for holiness.  
 
Rom 6:23 
23 For the wages of sin is death, but the gih of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus 
our Lord.  
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John 3:16-19 
16 For God so loved the world that He gave His only begoLen Son, that whoever 
believes in Him should not perish but have everlas.ng life.  17 For God did not 
send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the world through 
Him might be saved.  
18 "He who believes in Him is not condemned; but he who does not believe is 
condemned already, because he has not believed in the name of the only 
begoLen Son of God.  
 
Rom 10:8-13 
8 But what does it say? "The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart" 
(that is, the word of faith which we preach): 9 that if you confess with your mouth 
the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, 
you will be saved. 10 For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with 
the mouth confession is made unto salva.on. 11 For the Scripture says, "Whoever 
believes on Him will not be put to shame."  12 For there is no dis.nc.on between 
Jew and Greek, for the same Lord over all is rich to all who call upon Him. 13 For 
"whoever calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved."  
 
Eph 1:7-14 
7 In Him we have redemp.on through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according 
to the riches of His grace 8 which He made to abound toward us in all wisdom and 
prudence, 9 having made known to us the mystery of His will, according to His 
good pleasure which He purposed in Himself, 10 that in the dispensa.on of the 
fullness of the .mes He might gather together in one all things in Christ, both 
which are in heaven and which are on earth — in Him.

13 In Him you also trusted, aher you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your 
salva.on; in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of 
promise, 14 who is the guarantee of our inheritance un.l the redemp.on of the 
purchased possession, to the praise of His glory.  
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Ruth 4:17-22. 
17 Also the neighbor women gave him a name, saying, "There is a son born to 
Naomi." And they called his name Obed. He is the father of Jesse, the father of 
David. 18 Now this is the genealogy of Perez: Perez begot Hezron; 19 Hezron 
begot Ram, and Ram begot Amminadab; 20 Amminadab begot Nahshon, and 
Nahshon begot Salmon; 21 Salmon begot Boaz, and Boaz begot Obed; 22 Obed 
begot Jesse, and Jesse begot David. 
 
Eph 2:1-2 
1 And you He made alive, who were dead in trespasses and sins, 2 in which you 
once walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the 
power of the air, the spirit who now works in the sons of disobedience, 
 
2 Cor 5:17-19 
17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new crea.on; old things have passed 
away; behold, all things have become new. 18 Now all things are of God, who has 
reconciled us to Himself through Jesus Christ, and has given us the ministry of 
reconcilia.on, 19 that is, that God was in Christ reconciling the world to Himself, 
not impu.ng their trespasses to them, and has commiLed to us the word of 
reconcilia.on.
