Trained
Genesis 14:14 (NKJV)

Responsible
1 Samuel 16:11 (NKJV)
11 And Samuel said to Jesse, “Are all the young men here?” Then he said, 
“There remains yet the youngest, and there he is, keeping the sheep.”
David had a responsibility to keep the sheep. Even though Samuel the most 
famous and respected prophet in Israel was visiting his home, he understood 
that he had a great responsibility. We must have a generation that understands 
responsibility. When a generation is responsible they also remain accountable.

Inheritance
Luke 15:18 (NKJV)
18 I will arise and go to my father, and will say to him, “Father, I have 
sinned against heaven and before you,
In order for generations to succeed they must understand the value of their 
inheritance.  The younger son in the parable of the lost son wanted his 
inheritance while he was immature. In his immature state he wasted his fathers 
inheritance and realized that he had sinned against heaven and his father.

Nation builder
1 Samuel 17:33 (NKJV)
33 And Saul said to David, “You are not able to go against this Philistine to 
fight with him; for you are a youth, and he a man of war from his youth.”
David's action as a young man when he killed Goliath changed the atmosphere 
over the nation of Israel. The army of Israel was filled with fear and trembling at 
the words of Goliath but David changed their fear into belief when he slew 
Goliath. We must have a generation that can deal with the Goliaths of our time.
