Wife
Joshua 15:16 (NKJV)
16 And Caleb said, “He who attacks Kirjath Sepher and takes it, to him I will give

Caleb had promised to give his daughter as a wife to the one who takes the city of the 
book. Many young people are being discouraged from entering into marriage. Some 
find it easy to cohabit rather then commit to a covenant. The posterity and legacy of 
family is dependent on young people engaging in the biblical principle of marriage.

Land
Joshua 15:18 (NKJV)

father for land. Property gives people dignity. Young people must not just desire 
material things that depreciate but must own land that will appreciate over time.
