SECOND LESSON Numbers 15: 32-36, 16: 1-4
New Revised Standard Version

When the Israelites were in the wilderness, they found a man gathering sticks on the Sabbath day. Those who
found him gathering sticks brought him to Moses, Aaron, and the whole congregation. They put him in custody
because it was not clear what should be done to him. Then the Lord said to Moses, “The man shall be put to
death; all the congregation shall stone him outside the camp.” The whole congregation brought him outside the
camp and stoned him to death, just as the Lord had commanded Moses.

Now Korah son of Izhar son of Kohath son of Levi, along with Dathan and Abiram sons of Eliab, and On son of
Peleth son of Reuben, took two hundred fifty Israelite men, leaders of the congregation, chosen from the
assembly, well-known men, and they confronted Moses. They assembled against Moses and against Aaron and
said to them, “You have gone too far! All the congregation are holy, every one of them, and the Lord is among
them.
