5) Why is it important that we help ALL believers in Christ to grow in
their faith? How can we support those who may feel unsupported?

6) Read Colossians 2:1-5. What worldly arguments do you struggle to
find an answer to that distracts you from the faith? Discuss ways we
can support one another in growing our faith even stronger in the
midst of those challenges.

How about non-believers
around us?
