25:1 O LORD, You are my God. | will exalt You, | will praise Your name, for You
have done wonderful things; Your counsels of old are faithfulness and truth.

COUNS[IXe]:1
One who gives counsel, purpose, and direction.

Not just a description of what someone did but the position someone had.
A wise advisor to kings. Royal advisor.

Psalm. 32:8-9 | will instruct you and teach you in the way you should go; | will guide
you with My eye. Do not be like the horse or like the mule, which have no
understanding, which must be harnessed with bit and bridle, else they will not come
near you.

Can also mean: Planned, or purposed... good works to walk in.

Wright Brother — December 1903 Telegram|

In December 1903, after many attempts, the Wright brothers were successful in getting their
"flying machine"” off the ground. Thrilled, they telegraphed this message to their sister
Katherine: "We have actually flown 120 feet. We’ll be home for Christmas."” Katherine hurried
to the editor of the local newspaper and showed him the message. He glanced at it and said,
"How nice. The boys will be home for Christmas." He totally missed the big news--man had
flown!
