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There are seasons when God feels hidden. Prayers rise, yet answers seem delayed. Nations
rage. Evil appears bold. True believers sometimes wonder whether their trust will be proven
right. Scripture does not deny that this tension exists. It teaches us to walk by faith in a God
who often conceals His full plan.

Yet the Bible also promises a day when concealment will end. The God who has been hiding
will reveal Himself, and faith will give way to sight. The story of redemption does not end in
mystery. It ends in the revealing of the messiah, the Lord Jesus and the fully realize Kingdom of
God.

Hebrews 11:39-40

And dll these, though commended through their faith, did not receive what was promised,
since God had provided something better for us, that apart from us they should not be made
perfect. ESV

A BETTER DAY AHEAD

Old Testament believers died trusting that God's promises would be fulfilled. Their story is
waiting for completion along with our story.

In ancient Israel, many of God's promises stretched across generations.

Hebrews 11:13
These all died in faith, not having received the things promised, but having seen them and
greeted them from afar. ESV

In ancient Israel, inheritance was a major thing. To have land was to enjoy favor and stability.
The problem was that those patriarchs lived in tents. They were heirs without a full inheritance.
Kings back then displayed their power and authority through monuments. Israel’'s King
(Yahweh) often worked through unseen promises instead.

Hebrews 11:40

“...apart from us they should not be made perfect.” ESV

The Greek word translated “perfect” in meaning brought to completion. It is not have to
include moral flawlessness. It means the story reaches the ends it was designed for.



In daily life, we plant trees whose shade we may never sit under. A pastor labors in prayer for
years before fruit appears. Faith trusts the coming harvest.

Will you remain faithful if fulfilment stretches beyond your lifetime?

WHEN THAT DAY COMES

The day will come when what is hidden becomes undeniable.

Isaiah 45:23

To me every knee shall bow, every tongue shall swear allegiance. ESV

Israel desired vindication for a very long time. They trusted that one day their God, Yahweh,
would show Himself superior to all other gods. Then the rebellious powers that influenced the
nations would be stripped of authority.

Paul echoed Isaiah in one of his letters:

Philippians 2:10-11

So that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the
earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. ESV

Notice how much is covered: heaven, earth, under the earth. Both spiritual beings and earthly
rulers would eventually bow to His majesty.

Think of Joseph in Egypt. Betrayed, imprisoned, forgotten. Yet in Genesis 41 he stands before
Pharaoh. The one hidden in a dungeon becomes ruler beside the throne. What was unseen
faithfulness becomes public honor.

History shows us that this pattern plays itself out. Think of how the early church faced Rome'’s
power. Christians were mocked for believing that a crucified man was God. Fast forward to
today - Caesar’'s empire is dust, and the name of Jesus is proclaimed on every confinent of
the earth.

Revelation 1:7
Behold, he is coming with the clouds, and every eye will see him. ESV

The phrase “every eye” leaves no room for private doubt. The God who seemed hidden will
leave no doubt; He will be completely unveiled.

Here is the question: When that day comes, will you rejoice because you trusted Him, or regret
that you ignored Him?¢

Conclusion

The story ends with revelation, not confusion. The saints of Hebrews 11 trusted without seeing.
But one day we will join them promise will be reality. The hidden God will no longer hide.
Nations will bow. Every tongue will confess. On that day, you will know that your prayers, your
obedience, your endurance were not wasted. Faith will give way to sight, and the unseen
Savior will stand before us in glory.
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
