Chapters 7 – 10 

“Revive & Reform” 
 
Chapter 7 - “The Hand of the LORD was Upon Him” 
(v1-10) A heart prepared for God- Excerpts from Psalm 119 
Ezra studied the Word of God - Paul exhorts Timothy in 1 Tim 1:3-11- As I urged you when I went into Macedonia--
remain in Ephesus that you may charge some that they teach no other doctrine, nor give heed to fables and endless genealogies, 
which cause disputes rather than godly edification which is in faith. Now the purpose of the commandment is love from a pure 
heart, from a good conscience, and from sincere faith,  from which some, having strayed, have turned aside to idle talk, desiring 
to be teachers of the law, understanding neither what they say nor the things which they affirm. But we know that the law is good 
if one uses it lawfully, knowing this: that the law is not made for a righteous person, but for the lawless and insubordinate, for the 
ungodly and for sinners, for the unholy and profane, for murderers of fathers and murderers of mothers, for manslayers, for 
fornicators, for sodomites, for kidnappers, for liars, for perjurers, and if there is any other thing that is contrary to sound 
doctrine, according to the glorious gospel of the blessed God which was committed to my trust. 2 Tim 3:16-4:5 - All Scripture is 
given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness, that the 
man of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work. I charge you therefore before God and the Lord Jesus 
Christ, who will judge the living and the dead at His appearing and His kingdom: Preach the word! Be ready in season and out 
of season. Convince, rebuke, exhort, with all longsuffering and teaching. For the time will come when they will not endure sound 
doctrine, but according to their own desires, because they have itching ears, they will heap up for themselves teachers; and they 
will turn their ears away from the truth, and be turned aside to fables.  But you be watchful in all things, endure afflictions, do 
the work of an evangelist, fulfill your ministry.  
(v11-26) King Artaxerxes decree for Ezra 
(v27-28) Ezra gives thanks 
 
Chapter 8 - “The Good Hand of the LORD was Upon Us” 
(v1-14) Ezra’s companions from Babylon to Jerusalem 
(v15-20) Gathering a spiritual team for God- Acts 6:3-4- Therefore, brethren, seek out from among you seven men of 
good reputation, full of the Holy Spirit and wisdom, whom we may appoint over this business; but we will give ourselves 
continually to prayer and to the ministry of the word."  2 Tim 2:1-7- You therefore, my son, be strong in the grace that is in 
Christ Jesus. And the things that you have heard from me among many witnesses, commit these to faithful men who will be able 
to teach others also. You therefore must endure hardship as a good soldier of Jesus Christ. No one engaged in warfare entangles 
himself with the affairs of this life, that he may please him who enlisted him as a soldier. And also if anyone competes in athletics, 
he is not crowned unless he competes according to the rules. The hard-working farmer must be first to partake of the crops. 
Consider what I say, and may the Lord give you understanding in all things. 
(v21-23) Ezra proclaims a time prayer & fasting-1 Cor 7:1-5 - Now concerning the things of which you wrote to me: It 
is good for a man not to touch a woman. Nevertheless, because of sexual immorality, let each man have his own wife, and let 
each woman have her own husband. Let the husband render to his wife the affection due her, and likewise also the wife to her 
husband. The wife does not have authority over her own body, but the husband does. And likewise the husband does not have 
authority over his own body, but the wife does. Do not deprive one another except with consent for a time, that you may give 
yourselves to fasting and prayer; and come together again so that Satan does not tempt you because of your lack of self-control. 
(v24-30) The treasures divided amongst 12 priests 
(v31-36) God protects His faithful 
 
Chapter 9 - “Sin, Sinners & Salvation” 
(v1-4) A recognition for separation - 2 Cor 6:14-7:2- Do not be unequally yoked together with unbelievers. For what 
fellowship has righteousness with lawlessness? And what communion has light with darkness? And what accord has Christ with 
Belial? Or what part has a believer with an unbeliever? And what agreement has the temple of God with idols? For you are the 
temple of the living God. As God has said: "I will dwell in them and walk among them.  I will be their God, and they shall be My 
people."  Therefore "Come out from among them and be separate, says the Lord.  Do not touch what is unclean, and I will 
receive you." "I will be a Father to you, and you shall be My sons and daughters, says the LORD Almighty."  Therefore, having 
these promises, beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.  
(v5-15) Ezra’s prayer of confession

(v1-8) The power of prayer 
(v9-17) The people repenting & reforming 
(v18-44) From paganism to the promises of God- Acts 2:40-42- And with many other words he testified and exhorted 
them, saying, "Be saved from this perverse generation."  Then those who gladly received his word were baptized; and that day 
about three thousand souls were added to them. And they continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, in the 
breaking of bread, and in prayers.  Acts 19:18-20- And many who had believed came confessing and telling their deeds. Also, 
many of those who had practiced magic brought their books together and burned them in the sight of all. And they counted up the 
value of them, and it totaled fifty thousand pieces of silver.  So the word of the Lord grew mightily and prevailed.
