Chapter 26 - “Governmental Duties” 
(v1-11) Gatekeepers- The gatekeepers of the Temple, who were guards as well, numbered 4,000 in 

David's time (1 Chron 23:5), were divided into divisions (26:1-19), and had their posts assigned them by lot 

(v. 13). They entered upon their service on the Sabbath day and remained a week (2 Kings 11:5-7; those 

mentioned in vv. 4, 10-11 are probably the king's bodyguard).  (From The New Unger's Bible Dictionary.) 

> Character Analysis of the Gatekeepers:  

 - (v5) God blessed him 

- (v6) Also to Shemaiah his son were sons born who governed their fathers' houses, because they 

were men of great ability. 

- (v7) able men 

-(v8) able men with strength for the work 

(v12-19) Responsibilities of the Gatekeepers: 

-(v12) duties just like their brethren, to serve in the house of the LORD. 

-(v16) the West Gate, with the Shallecheth Gate on the ascending highway--watchman opposite watchman. 

-(v17) storehouse two by two 

(Matthew 16:13-20- Jesus- the ultimate Gatekeeper!) 

(v20-28) Oversight of the treasuries of the house of God and over the treasuries of the dedicated things. 

Oversight of the spoils won in battles they dedicated to maintain the house of the LORD. 

(v29-32) Governmental duties 

-(v29)- Duties as officials and judges 

-(v30)- For all the business of the LORD, and in the service of the king. 

-(v32)- For every matter pertaining to God and the affairs of the king.
