Six Aspects of a Kingdom Person: 
 

I.            Priorities of Kingdom People

“If you fail to seek God’s kingdom and His righteousness first, all else is for 
naught. God has established His rightful place as first, and without it you are 
on your own.” Tony Evans 
 

II.          Growth in Kingdom People 
 

“But grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To 
him be the glory both now and to the day of eternity. Amen.” 2 Peter 3:18 
 

God has given you four gifts to help with Kingdom Growth: 1) Scripture, 
2) Holy Spirit, 3) Trials, 4) Kingdom People.  
 

III.          Calling of Kingdom People 
 

“One reason people can’t find their calling is because they are trying to make 
the call themselves, to determine their own calling. But a calling always 
assumes a caller.”

V.          Resources of Kingdom People 
 

“Do not lay up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth & rust destroy & 
where thieves break in & steal, but lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, 
where neither moth nor rust destroys & where thieves do not break in & steal. 
For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.” Matthew 6:19-21 
 

VI.          Inheritance of Kingdom People 
 

“Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us 
in Christ with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places.” Ephesians 1:3

• First: Unleash the sufficient power of God by putting his Kingdom
