C. Persistent perseverance all the days of your life is a difficult task 

1. Pursuit of the Lord requires diligence 


D. Quitting is cowardice 

1. There is no inheritance for cowards (Revelation 21)


E. We do not want to be a people who say, “One thing I desire of the Lord, that I will 
seek when it is convenient for me…”

1. Following Jesus doesn’t always feel warm and fuzzy (Philippians 3)
