Historical Context: Psalm 69:1-9

David pleaded with God to rescue him from
destruction because he bore reproach and
rejection by his brethren for the Lord’s sake.
Praying that God would avenge the inhumanity
of his oppressors, David is giving a distress call
to the Lord to rescue him from his trouble. In his
troubles the psalmist turned to the Lord. He used
the imagery of drowning to describe his being at
the brink of death and would have died if God
had not rescued him. His problem was brought
on by numberless enemies who sought to
destroy him. They hated him for no reason and
forced him to give up his possessions (which he
did not steal). His salvation from the Lord has
caused David to live a blessed life. Upon being
blessed by the Lord, people have hated him
without a sufficient cause. This psalm provides
comfort and assurance for those passing through
difficult times.

Application: What does this mean to me?

Some people begin questioning God’s love in
the waiting. Others begin forcing doors open
because patience became too painful. Flesh
becomes dangerous when faith grows tired. The
enemy whispers lies during delay: “God forgot
you. God skipped over you. God changed His
mind about you.” Satan understands something
many believers forget—exhausted people are
vulnerable people. The waiting season also
exposes what we truly trust. Many people trust
God when prayers are answered quickly, but
what happens when Christ delays? Martha and
Mary struggled when Jesus delayed coming
while Lazarus died. The disciples struggled
when Jesus appeared asleep during the storm.
Even David cried, “My eyes fail while I wait for
my God.” Waiting reveals whether our faith
depends on our commitment or God’s character.
