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Bottom Line: You can either be full of the Spirit or full of yourself, but never
both.

Introduction:

Everything we’ve learned about the Holy Spirit so far has been helpful for each of
us as individuals.

In a hyper-individualistic culture, we can potentially face the danger of cultivating
a “me and God” lifestyle.

While culture tells us we don’t need anyone except ourselves, there is also an
innate desire within us to be planted in a deeply woven community.

Truth:

Paul the Apostle gives the first step toward a compelling, eternal kind of
community: Be filled with the Spirit.

Read Ephesians 5:15-21.




Application & Conclusion:

The Spirit-filled people live for God with each other for one primary reason:
Reverence for Christ. It’s for the honor and love of Jesus. It’s because we’re
thankful for Jesus.

God has given us His Son, Jesus Christ, who lived and died and was raised on our
behalf to save us from our sins, deliver us from our fallen state, and restore our
relationship to God. Because we love Christ, we long to be filled with the Spirit of
Christ, and together, we make up the body of Christ who do the work of Christ.
