Introduction: 

Who would have thought the most divisive subject in the Christian church would 

be God Himself?

For that reason, the Holy Spirit is largely ignored. 

Truth: 

To reject God the Holy Spirit is to also reject God the Father and God the Son

of Holy Spirit.
