The Psalm became a Person 
 
What I have watched in Luke’s gospel is God, in the person of Jesus, walking at 3 mph 
toward the moment that all would be undone! 
 
One chapter before, Jesus set His face toward Jerusalem. (Luke 8:22-25, Mark 4:35-41) 
 
Notice what happened to their fear.  They were terrified of the storm. Then the storm 
was gone and they were still terrified, but now of Him. 
 
Why?  (Psalm 107:23, 27-29, Psalm 93:3-4). They had seen the Psalm became a 
person! 
 
Jesus asks the question. (Luke 9:18-25) 
 
Now let that question sit with you!  “Who do you say that I am?”
