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Be strong in the Lord and His might
Eph 6:10 Finally, be strong in the Lord and in His mighty 

power.

• Spiritual war equipment sandwich! 

Eph 6:18 Pray in the Ruach on every occasion, with all kinds of 
prayers and requests. With this in mind, keep alert with 

perseverance and supplication for all the kedoshim.

Luke 24:49 And behold, I am sending the promise of My 
Father upon you; but you are to stay in the city until you are 

clothed with power from on high.”



The Spiritual Weaponry 
2Corinthians 6:6-7 We commend ourselves by our purity, knowledge, 

patience and kindness; by the Ruach HaKodesh; by genuineness of love 
and truthfulness of speech; and by God's power. We commend ourselves 

through our use of righteous weapons, whether for pressing our cause or 
defending it; ~ CJB

2Corinthians 10:3-4 For although we do live in the world, we do not wage 
war in a worldly way; because the weapons we use to wage war are not 

worldly. On the contrary, they have God's power for demolishing 
strongholds. We demolish arguments

• Read Psalm 18:38-40 & 144:1



“Buckle the belt of truth around your waist…”
• The belt of truth has its origins in the Tanakh, it preexisted the “Roman Solder 

model” Read Isaiah 11:5 → Psa 85:11-12 & Psa 119:142

• The belt of truth is centered around tightening our thoughts and not letting 
the thoughts of the enemy reproduce. 1Peter 1:13 “Buckle/Brace” It's for our 
mind! Tighten our thinking to align with Gods. 

• Through the power of the Spirit and Prayer we can replace worldly thoughts 
with Godly ones Isa 55:8-9 & Rom 12:1-2 so we will have discernment (what's 
from God and what's NOT from God) and won't be naked 2Cor 5:2-4, Rev 16:15

• Lack of foundation (Torah) the house crumbles: The church needs the Torah 
now more than ever! 

• The 10 virgins, oil is truth, spirit is truth – don’t run out! 
o Your Heart (Spirit)

o Your Mind (Soul) BELT OF TRUTH!

o Your Mouth (Body) 



“And put on the Breastplate of Righteousness”
• Its roots are in the Tanakh: priestly intercession (Exo 28:28-31) and divine warfare 

(Isa 59:16-17), fulfilled in Messiah.

• The Breastplate of Righteousness protects the heart (spirit) the source from which 
life and actions flow (Prov 4:23). Impurities aimed at your heart are designed to kill 
you! James 1:15 Guard it with Gods Righteousness…

• Righteousness is relational, not self-produced; We stand in God’s righteousness, not 
our own. Through Messiah, righteousness is imputed to us, giving confidence to 
resist the enemy Rom 5:17-21. Resisting through submission James 4:7.

• When we walk in God’s righteousness, accusation loses its power and the armor 
advances us forward.

• Self Righteousness & God’s Righteousness are in conflict: Rom 10:1-4 & Titus 3:5-8

• Humility! Repentance! That strengthens our relational Righteousness with God Psa
51:19. Isa 54:17b “you will condemn every tongue that rises against you in judgment. 
This is the heritage of Adonai’s servants—their vindication is from Me.” It is a 
declaration of Adonai.”



“Strap up your feet in readiness with the 
Good News of shalom”

• The “feet of Good News” has its roots reaching into the Tanakh: Isaiah 52:7 

• The foot washing at Passover that Yeshua commanded is about Cleansing our 
“Halacha” (Walk).  John 13:1-11. We can't bring the Gospel living in sin.

• Gospel is for us too! Our Peace, Joy, Truth & Holiness. John 17:13-21

• The Enemy has weak footing: Daniel 2:34

• 4 Sides of the Gospel: Repent, Kingdom, Torah & Sabbath. Through the Resurrection 

• The Gospel transforms us from darkness into His Kingdom Col 1:13 and the Gospel is 
oppression busting! Mat 11:2-5 

• Gods Peace travels with us, “chases us down” ~ Psa ירדפוני) 23 Iradafni) 

• The Gospel changes Nations! Psalm 33:12, Matthew 4:13-17, Isaiah 9:1-2

• A Shalom that rules our emotions Col 3:15-16, Surpasses circumstances Phil 4:7

• Matthew 28:16-20 The Great Commission is the rally cry that unites us!



“Above all, take up the shield of faith with which you will be 
able to extinguish all the flaming arrows of the evil one”

• The Shield has its origins in the Torah: Genesis 15:1 & Deuteronomy 33:29

• “Above all” or “Out in front of everything, take the Shield of Fath” It’s what we lead 
with to extinguish the fiery darts of the enemy! 2Corinthians 5:7

• The flaming arrows come in different ways: Verbal attacks, circumstances and 
thoughts. Genesis 3:1-6, Matthew 4, Reve 12:10, 1Kings 19:4, 1Chron 21:1, & Job

• Psalm 140:8b ”You shield my head in the day of battle.”

• The Shield blocks out unwanted things! When you use it, you're standing with God.

• Shields used together are powerful! 1Cor 16:13, Phlp 1:27, 2:2, Acts 4:32 & 1Pet 2:5

• Strong Shields are layers deep, testing produces endurance: Jam 1:2-4 & Rom 5:3-4 

• God is our Shield! Psa 28:7. You must wait on Him Psa 33:20. Be Still Psa 46:11 and lean 
not on your own understanding. Prov 3:5

• Faith does drive us to action, not our own action but God instructed James 2:14-16

• Even if defeat is certain, Faith can still win! Zech 3:2, 1Sam 17:34-35 & 1Sam 30

• Abiding in Him is all we need: Psalm 91

• For Ministry, to God.  

• A violet cord to bear iniquity. 

• So that they may have favor.

• Sits on top of anointing (Mashiach).

• A public consecration:  

Lev 8:1-5 Then Adonai spoke to Moses, saying: “Take Aaron and his 
sons with him, the garments, the anointing oil, the bull of the sin 

offering, the two rams and the basket of matzot. Then assemble all 
the congregation at the entrance of the Tent of Meeting.” So Moses 

did as Adonai commanded him. When the congregation was 
assembled at the entrance of the Tent of Meeting, Moses said to the 

congregation, “This is what Adonai has commanded to be done.”

God desires us to Serve Him
Exodus 19:5-6 Now then, if you listen closely to My voice, and keep My covenant, 

then you will be My own treasure from among all people, for all the earth is 
Mine. So as for you, you will be to Me a kingdom of kohanim and a holy nation.’ 

These are the words which you are to speak to Bnei-Yisrael.” (Torah context)

▪ Believers are joined:

1Peter 2:7-12 Now the value is for you who keep trusting; but for those who do not 
trust, “The stone which the builders rejected—this One has become the chief 

cornerstone,” and “a stone of stumbling, and a rock of offense.” They stumble 
because they are disobeying the word—to this they were also appointed. But you 

are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for God’s own 
possession, so that you may proclaim the praises of the One who called you out of 
darkness into His marvelous light. Once you were “not a people,” but now you are 

“God’s people.” You were shown “no mercy,” but now you have been shown 
“mercy.” Loved ones, I urge you as strangers and sojourners to keep away from 

the fleshly cravings that war against the soul. Keep your conduct honorable 
among the Gentiles. Then while they speak against you as evildoers, they may—

from noticing your good deeds—glorify God in the day of visitation.



Serving God is “Ministering” to Him! 
Exodus 28:4 These are the garments that they are to make: a breastplate, an 

ephod, a robe, a tunic of checkered work, a turban and a sash. They are to 
make holy garments for your brother Aaron and his sons, so that he may 

minister to Me as a kohen.

Revelation 4:4 Around the throne were twenty-four thrones, and seated on the 
thrones were twenty-four elders dressed in white clothes with golden crowns 

on their heads.
Revelation 4:10-11 the twenty-four elders fall down before the One seated on 

the throne and worship Him who lives forever and ever. And they throw their 
crowns down before the throne, chanting, “Worthy are You, our Lord and God, 
to receive glory and honor and power, For You created all things, and because 

of Your will they existed and were created!”

Exodus 28:37-38 Attach it with a violet cord onto the turban, on the front of 
the turban. So it will rest on Aaron’s forehead, so that Aaron will bear away 

the iniquity committed regarding the holy things, which Bnei-Yisrael set 
apart as all their holy gifts. It is to be always to be on his forehead, so that 

they may have favor before Adonai.

▪ Isaiah announced to Israel & Judah:

Isaiah 1:16-18 Wash and make yourselves clean. Put away the evil of your 
deeds from before My eyes. Cease to do evil. Learn to do good, seek justice, 

relieve the oppressed, defend the orphan, plead for the widow.” “Come 
now, let us reason together,” says Adonai. “Though your sins be like scarlet, 

they will be as white as snow. Though they be red like crimson, they will 
become like wool.



His Name is Blessing
Exodus 28:38 So it will rest on Aaron’s forehead, so that Aaron will 
bear away the iniquity committed regarding the holy things, which 

Bnei-Yisrael set apart as all their holy gifts. It is to be always to be on 
his forehead, so that they may have favor before Adonai.

▪ Obedience and Service end in Blessing: 
Num 6:22-27 Adonai said to Moshe, "Speak to Aharon and his sons, and tell 

them that this is how you are to bless the people of Isra'el: you are to say to 
them, 'Y'varekh'kha Adonai v'yishmerekha. [May Adonai bless you and keep 

you.] Ya'er Adonai panav eleikha vichunekka. [May Adonai make his face 

shine on you and show you his favor.] Yissa Adonai panav eleikha v'yasem 
l'kha shalom. [May Adonai lift up his face toward you and give you peace.]' 

"In this way they are to put my name on the people of Isra'el, so that I will 
bless them." 



He Anointed Us! 

Exodus 29:6-7 set the turban on his head, and put the holy 
coronet on the turban. Then you are to take the anointing oil, 

pour it upon his head and anoint him.

Psalm 23:5 You prepare a table before me in the presence of my 
enemies. You have anointed my head with oil, my cup 

overflows.

1John 2:27 As for you, the anointing you received from Him 
remains in you, and you have no need for anyone to teach you. 
But as His anointing teaches you about all things—and it is true 

and not a lie—and just as it has taught you, abide in Him.
(Isa 61:1 Anointing to Proclaim the Good News)



Publicly, with Witnesses: 
Leviticus 8 “When the congregation was assembled at the entrance of 

the Tent of Meeting, Moses said to the congregation, “This is what 
Adonai has commanded to be done.”

Romans 10:9 For if you confess with your mouth that Yeshua is Lord, and 
believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be 

saved.

Matthew 10:32-33 “Therefore whoever acknowledges Me before men, I 
will also acknowledge him before My Father who is in heaven. But 

whoever denies Me before men, I will also deny him before My Father 
who is in heaven.



Sealed:

Exodus 39:30 Finally they made the plate of the holy coronet from 
pure gold, and wrote an inscription on it, like the engraving of a signet 

seal: HOLY TO Adonai.

▪ Joy to those sealed, woe to those not!

Revelation 9:4-7 They were told to do no harm to the grass of the 
earth or any green plant or any tree, but only the people who do not 

have the seal of God on their foreheads. And they were permitted not 
to kill them, but to torment them for five months—and their torment 

was like the torment of a scorpion when it stings a person. In those 
days, people will seek death but will not find it; they will long to die, 

but death will flee from them. Now the appearance of the locusts was 
like horses prepared for battle. On their heads were something like 

crowns of gold, and their faces were like human faces.



The Helmet of Salvation (Yeshua) 
▪ The helmet of Salvation (Yeshua) is multifaceted, not merely just the forgiveness 

of sins or only Salvation!

▪ The Greek word Paul uses for Salvation is: σωτηρία (sōtēría) soh-tay-REE-ah

▪ Root: from σῴζω (sōzō) – “to save, deliver, protect, heal, preserve, make 
whole, restore to wholeness”

Together, these two words are used in:

▪ Eternal Life: John 10:28 & Titus 3:5-7

▪ Adoption into Gods Family: Rom 8:15-17

▪ Healing: Mark 5:34

▪ Deliverance: Mat 8:25

▪ Covenant: Luke 1:68-69 & Heb 13:20

▪ Forgiveness & Restoration: Luke 19:9

▪ Soundness: James 5:15

▪ Seated with Messiah: Eph 2:5-6

▪ Holy Spirit: Titus 3:5 & Eph 1:13

▪ New Creation: Ezek 36:26-27 & 2Cor 5:17

▪ Heb Root: “Yasha” ע    יָשַׁ
“to save, deliver, give victory”

▪ O.T: Anointed, Sealed, Set Apart 



The Helmet of Salvation (Yeshua) 
• The Helmet of Salvation is a “I Know So” affair: 

• Not: “I sure hope I’m saved”

 1Johnn 5:11-13 And the testimony is this—that God gave us eternal life, and 
this life is in His Son. The one who has the Son has life; the one who does 
not have Ben-Elohim does not have life. I wrote these things to you who 

believe in the name of Ben-Elohim, so you may know that you have 
eternal life.

2Corinthians 1:10 He who rescued us from so great a danger of 
death will continue to rescue us—we have set our hope on Him that 

He will rescue us again.



The Helmet of Salvation (Yeshua) 

▪Salvation is both a “finished work” and an “ongoing process”: 

 “work out your salvation with fear and trembling.” Plp 2:12b

▪There are parts of us that He re-created, our Spirit/Heart. 
• Gods Part, He did this: Deut 30:6, Psa 51:12, Jer 31:33 & Ezek 36:26-27

▪Our Mind/Soul is not re-created, but it can be renewed & restored. 
• We play a role in this: Romans 12:2, Psalm 23:3, Titus 3:5 & James 1:21

• Details on next slide:

▪Our flesh WILL BE re-created in the resurrection (until then). 



The Helmet of Salvation (Yeshua) 
Rom 12:2 Do not be conformed to this world but be transformed by the 

renewing of your mind, so that you may discern what is the will of God—

what is good and acceptable and perfect.

• Renewal is expected, but participatory. Believers can choose not to 

renew their minds… 

• Salvation gives you the helmet, but you must put it on (Eph 6:17).

Psa 23:3a He restores my soul.

• This is explicitly God’s action. The Hebrew word for “restore” שוּב shuv) 

– to return, bring back, turn again. God brings the soul back into 

alignmen when we repent/return. 



The Helmet of Salvation (Yeshua) 

Titus 3:5 “He saved us… by the washing of regeneration and renewal of the 
Holy Spirit.” 

▪ The ability to renew does not come from discipline alone, it flows from 
the Spirit. God supplies the power, we engage the process.

James 1:21b “Receive with meekness the implanted word, which is able to 
save (sōzō) your souls.”

▪ The Word is implanted (by God) We must receive it (our responsibility) 
Salvation (sōzō) is applied to the soul (mind, will, emotions). 

▪ Meekness is “teachable-ness” ~ “Blessed are the Meek” 
Pro 23:7a For as he thinks within himself, so is he.

The soul is shaped by: What we think, what we dwell on & what we believe



The Helmet of Salvation (Yeshua) 

James 1:21 So put away all moral filth and excess of evil and receive with 
humility the implanted word, which is able to save your souls.

▪ Certain sins in our lives, if left alone, they will cause us to stumble! 
▪ Sin soils us! Phones, TV, Movies, Computers, Social Media, bad company 

etc… 
▪ If you are going to be renewed in your mind, if your soul is going to be 

restored, You're going to have to stripe yourself from everything that 
Soils you!

▪ Sinful habits and attitudes are like tumors. They become a part of you!
▪ Now it becomes a part of your identity!

“And of every evil growth” 



The Helmet of Salvation (Yeshua) 
▪ You can be tempted with all those things but you don’t have to be 

overcome by it. 

▪ You can learn to resist it, it must be learned because it’s a disciple, it’s a 
training. It’s doesn’t come naturally to us. 

2Corinthians 10:4-6 For the weapons of our warfare are not fleshly but 
powerful through God for the tearing down of strongholds. We are 

tearing down false arguments and every high-minded thing that exalts 
itself against the knowledge of God. We are taking every thought captive 

to the obedience of Messiah— ready to punish all disobedience, 
whenever your obedience is complete.

▪ Say that and apply the word to where and when you are being attacked. 
That’s taking it captive!  



The Helmet of Salvation (Yeshua) 
1Thessalonians 5:5-8 For you all are sons of light and sons of day. We are not of 

night or of darkness— so then, let us not sleep as the others do, but let us 
remain on the alert and sober-minded. For those who sleep, sleep at night; and 
those who get drunk, get drunk at night. But since we are of the day, let us be 

sober-minded—putting on the breastplate of faithfulness and love, and the 
hope of salvation as a helmet.

▪ Our hope, love, faith & Righteousness is from Yeshua:
Isaiah 59:16 He saw that there was no one—He was astonished that no one was 

interceding. Therefore His own arm brought salvation for Him, and His 
righteousness upheld Him. He put on righteousness as a breastplate and a 

helmet of salvation on His head. He clothed Himself in robes of vengeance and 
wrapped Himself in zeal as a cloak.



The Helmet of Yeshua!
▪ Its Yeshua’s Helmet!

▪ It’s Yeshua’s Crown!

▪ They belong to Him and He is crowned with our Crowns:

Rev4:10 The twenty-four elders fall down before the One seated on the throne and 
worship Him who lives forever and ever. And they throw their crowns down 

before the throne, chanting,

▪ His victories gain Him many Crowns: 
▪ Glory, Honor & Majesty (Psa 8:6, Heb 2:7-9)

▪ Sin (Rom 8:3)

▪ Death (1 Cor 15:54–57)

▪ Satan (Heb 2:14)

▪ The world (John 16:33)

Rev 19:12 His eyes are like a flame of fire, and many royal crowns are on His head. 
He has a name written that no one knows except Himself.

▪ The Helmet of Salvation is filling your minds with what 

scripture says!

▪ What we have

▪ Who we are

▪ What it says we can do

▪ Confidence in Him

▪ We are reprogramming our minds, tuning into God 

▪ The Helmet deals with temptation and lies, and makes all 
thoughts obedient to the Messiah!
