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Part One Highlights: Relationship 
• Spiritual warfare must be understood through relationship, not fear or obsession. Paul 

says “Finaly” or “Lastly” put on the armor. 

• It’s Gods armor, and His strength. We are just standing in it! (Eph 6:10).

• Paul builds up to spiritual warfare after identity, maturity, and relationships (Eph 1–5).

• Authority flows from intimacy with God; isolation weakens, relationship strengthens.

• Having Faith doesn’t mean we will never have a trial or attack, it means we will 
successfully overcome them! 

• The armor is God's armor, used by Yeshua, designed to resist, mitigate, and reverse the 
enemy’s schemes.

• Not every problem is a spiritual attack; discernment is required. Gal 6:8 Reap/Sow

• God flips the script when His armor is worn (Shadrach, Meshach & Abed-nego in the 
Furnace Dan 3:6-28; Daniel in the Lions Den Dan 6:1-27; David & Goliath 1Sam 17:8-11; Red 
Sea & Egyptian Army Exo 14:1-30). Something you develop, like David did! 



Be strong in the Lord and His might

Eph 6:10 Finally, be strong in the Lord and in His mighty 
power.

• Spiritual war equipment sandwich! 

Eph 6:18 Pray in the Ruach on every occasion, with all kinds of 
prayers and requests. With this in mind, keep alert with 

perseverance and supplication for all the kedoshim.



Part Two Highlights: Ability & “Methods”

• Gods Armor gives us an ability to do something we couldn’t do without 
it, like work tools or equipment.

• The Armor is for all 3 aspects of us: Spirit, Soul and Body 1Thes 5:23

• We must “stand” against the enemy and his tactics. Enduring to the 
end, Mat 24:13 & Standing James 1:12

• The “Methods” of the enemy, Satan has a pattern. 

• We shouldn’t be obsessed with darkens, nor should we be ignorant of 
the Devil’s schemes (Methods) 

2Cor 2:11 so that we might not be outwitted by satan—for we are not 
ignorant of his schemes.

• Satan uses THREE tools through THIRTEEN methods: 1. Lies, 2. Fear, 3. 
Pride. To achieve his three goals: 1. Steal, 2. Murder & 3. Destroy John 
10:10 



Part Three Highlights: Forces of Darkness  
• Ephesians 6:12 says: “For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the 

rulers, against the powers, against the worldly forces of this darkness, and against the 
spiritual forces of wickedness in the heavenly places.”

• This doesn’t mean we never wrestle with people. Paul himself was constantly 
opposed by human leaders, synagogue rulers, Roman officials, hostile crowds. But 
he’s pointing deeper: 

• The ultimate battle is not humans themselves. Behind human conflict are greater 
powers at work, shaping, influencing, and manipulating.

• Not super-mutant Nephilim, but men, elected leaders under demonic influence. We 
have 7 “beast” empire examples in scripture. Rome was one of them. 

• 4 classes of Demons: 1.the rulers (Arkay G746), 2. the powers (Exousia G1849), 3.the 
worldly forces of this darkness (kosmokratōr G2888), 4.the spiritual forces of 
wickedness in the heavenly places (Pneumatika tes Ponerias G4152, 4189,2032).

• Messiah is seated above them all Eph 1:20-23, Col 2:10 & v15. And we are seated with 
the Messiah! Eph 2:5-7 “And He raised us up with Him and seated us with Him in the 
heavenly places”



Part Four Highlights: The Belt of Truth
• It's our responsibility to stand against evil, not pray that God removes it! He 

delegated authority to us to do so. (Pray to confuse the enemy Psa 55:10/Isa 19:3) 

• The belt of truth has its origins in the Tanakh, it preexisted the “Roman Solder 
model” Read Isaiah 11:5 →Psa 85:11-12 & Psa 119:142

• The belt of truth is centered around tightening our thoughts, and not letting the 
thoughts of the enemy reproduce. 1Peter 1:13 “Buckle/Brace” It's for our mind!

• Only 4% of Americans have a “Biblical Worldview” We’ve lost the battle here! 
And we’re seeing the repercussions of that now! Lack of Torah in the Church! 

• We’re tearing down false arguments, and we take every thought captive to the 
obedience of the Messiah! 2Cor 10:3-6

• Scripture is truth! And its good for: Teaching, Reproof, Restoration & Training in 
Righteousness, so that we may be capable and equipped! 1Tim 3:15-17

• Replace worldly thoughts with Godly ones Isa 55:8-9 & Rom 12:1-2 so we will 
have discernment (what's from God) and won't be naked 2Cor 5:2-4, Rev 16:15



Part Five Highlights: The Breastplate of Righteousness
• The Breastplate of Righteousness protects the heart (spirit) the source from which life 

and actions flow (Prov 4:23).

• Impurities aimed at your heart are designed to kill you! James 1:15 Guard it with Gods 
Righteousness…

• Its roots are in the Tanakh: priestly intercession (Exo 28:28-31) and divine warfare (Isa 
59:16-17), fulfilled in Messiah.

• Righteousness is relational, not self-produced; We stand in God’s righteousness, not 
our own.

• Through Messiah, righteousness is imputed to us, giving confidence to resist the 
enemy Rom 5:17-21. Resisting through submission James 4:7.

• When we walk in God’s righteousness, accusation loses its power and the armor 
advances us forward.

• Self Righteousness & God’s Righteousness are in conflict: Rom 10:1-4 & Tit 3:5-8

• Humility! Repentance! That strengthens our relational Righteousness with God Psa
51:19. Isa 54:17b “you will condemn every tongue that rises against you in judgment. 
This is the heritage of Adonai’s servants—their vindication is from Me.” It is a 
declaration of Adonai.”



The Spiritual Weaponry 
2Corinthians 6:4-7 On the contrary, we try to commend ourselves in every 

way as workers for God by continually enduring troubles, hardships, 
calamities, beatings, imprisonments, riots, overwork, lack of sleep and 
food. We commend ourselves by our purity, knowledge, patience and 

kindness; by the Ruach HaKodesh; by genuineness of love and truthfulness 
of speech; and by God's power. We commend ourselves through our use 
of righteous weapons, whether for pressing our cause or defending it; 

2Corinthians 10:3-4 For although we do live in the world, we do not wage 
war in a worldly way; because the weapons we use to wage war are not 

worldly. On the contrary, they have God's power for demolishing 
strongholds. We demolish arguments

• Read Psalm 18:38-40 & 144:1



The Sandals of the Good News of Peace

Ephesians 6:15 Strap up your feet in readiness with the Good News of 
shalom. ~ TLV

Eph 6:15 and wear on your feet the readiness that comes from the Good News 
of shalom. ~ CJB 

Eph 6:15 And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace; ~ 
KJV

• Some great Spiritual Footwear from God that has its origins in the Tanakh, 
not the Roman Soldier “model”…



The Sandals of the Good News of Peace
Isaiah 52:7 How beautiful on the mountains are the feet of him who brings good 

news, who announces shalom, who brings good news of happiness, who 
announces salvation, who says to Zion, “Your God reigns!”

▪ Paul draws heavily from Isaiah 52 in his Letter to the Ephesians:

Ephesians 6:15 Strap up your feet in readiness with the Good News of shalom.

▪ The Seeds to the Great Commission: 
Isaiah 52:8-10 The voice of your watchmen—they will lift up their voices. 

Together they are shouting for joy! For they will see eye to eye when Adonai 
returns to Zion. Break forth in joy, sing together, you ruins of Jerusalem, for 
Adonai has comforted His people. He has redeemed Jerusalem. Adonai has 

bared His holy arm before the eyes of all the nations. All the ends of the earth 
will see the salvation of our God.



Gods Plan for World Peace, Out of Zion!
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The Sandals of the Good News of Peace
• The right footwear is critical:

• Can you play Basketball in Cowboy boots?

• Can you go Mountain Hiking in Sneakers? 

• Can you walk through the Snow in Sandals?

• Can you play Football/Baseball without cleats? 

• The wrong footwear limits success and longevity of task.

• In the same way, you can’t have Peace without the Gospel! 

• That’s why Yeshua cleansed our feet/walk at the final Passover: 

• Read John 13: 1-11 Passover foot washing,  partaking of Yeshua

• Read John 13: 12-20 Servanthood, walking clean

• Cleansing our “Halacha” (Walk). We can't bring the Gospel living in sin



The Sandals of the Good News of Peace
John 17:13-21 “But now I am coming to You. I say these words while I am still in the 

world, so that they may have My joy made full in themselves. I have given them Your 
word; and the world hated them, because they are not of the world just as I am not of 

the world. I am not asking that You take them out of the world, but that You keep 
them from the evil one. They are not of the world, just as I am not of the world. Make 

them holy in the truth. Your word is truth. Just as You sent Me into the world, so I 
have sent them into the world. And for their sakes I make Myself holy, so that they 

also may be made holy in truth.” “I pray not on behalf of these only, but also for 
those who believe in Me through their message, that they all may be one. Just as You, 

Father, are in Me and I am in You, so also may they be one in Us, so the world may 
believe that You sent Me.

• So we may have peace & joy with us when bringing the Good News!

• So we may have truth & holiness when bringing the Good News under persecution!

• So we may have unity when brining the Good News under persecution!!

• He’s praying for us! So that the whole world may believe! 



The Sandals of the Good News of Peace
▪The enemy Kingdom has weak footing! 

Daniel 2:34  While you were watching, a stone was cut out, but not by hands. It 
struck the statue on its feet of iron and clay and smashed them.

Dan 2:41-43 Just as you saw that the feet and toes were partly potter’s clay and 
partly iron, so this will be a divided kingdom. It will have some of the strength of 
the iron, for you saw the iron mixed with clay. As the toes of the feet were partly 

iron and partly clay, so this kingdom will be partly strong and partly brittle. Just as 
you saw iron mixed with clay, people will mix with one another, but they will not 

adhere to one another, just as iron does not mix with clay.

▪ Satan's Kingdom is not Rock solid like Gods Kingdom. The unity that exists 
between “axis” nations and parties is shallow! Many examples on the “left”. 

▪ Gods Kingdom IS ROCK SOLID because He built it on truth. It's one solid word 
from beginning to end! PREACH THE FULL WORD, FULL GOSPEL! 



Proclaiming the FULL Gospel! 
Hebrews 4:1-2 Let us fear then! Though a promise of entering His rest is left 
open, some of you would seem to have fallen short. For we also have had 
Good News proclaimed to us, just as they did. But the word they heard did 
not help them, because they were not unified with those who listened in 

faith. (Context see Hebrews 3 = The Exodus) 

Hebrews 4:8-11 For if Joshua had given them rest, God would not have 
spoken of another day later on. So there remains a Shabbat rest for the 
people of God. For the one who has entered God’s rest has also ceased 

from his own work, just as God did from His. Let us, therefore, make every 
effort to enter that rest, so that no one may fall through the same pattern 

of disobedience.



Proclaiming the FULL Gospel! 
Matthew 3:2 “Turn away from your sins, for the kingdom of heaven is 

near!”

▪ The Gospel in parts: 

1. Repent

2. The Kingdom of Heaven is near

3. Torah (What was proclaimed to them Heb 4:2)

4. Sabbath (Heb 4:8-9) 

▪ Four parts or the “other side of the same coin”? 

▪ Let's proclaim both sides!

▪Good News Made Possible = Death, Burial, Resurrection & Ascension



The Gospel of Peace 
▪ Even though it may not feel like (opposition & persecution) we are 

brining Gods peace to humanity when we preach the Good News!

▪ There is Joy, Peace, Truth & Unity in the Gospel Message. And when one 
repents Gods Kingdom (Light, Truth & Shalom) advances.

▪ The Kingdom of Darkness (Sin, Fear & Chaos) declines. 
Colossians 1:13 He rescued us from the domain of darkness and brought us 

into the kingdom of the Son whom He loves.
▪ The Gospel brings peace by breaking oppression!

Matthew 11:2-5 Now when John heard in prison about the works of the 
Messiah, he sent word through his disciples and said to Yeshua, “Are You the 
Coming One, or do we look for another?” Yeshua replied, “Go report to John 
what you hear and see: the blind see and the lame walk, those with tza’arat 
are cleansed and the deaf hear, and the dead are raised and the poor have 

good news proclaimed to them.



The Gospel of Peace 
▪ Sabbath Peace (Shabbat Shalom) Is the Peace of Gods Kingdom! (Isaiah 52:7)
▪ Do we carry that Sabbath Peace with us wherever we go? Or is it just on 

Shabbat? Do we have peace in our Homes or are we divided? 
▪ When fully submitted to God, we have a traveling peace that follows us 

wherever we go! 
Psalm 23 A psalm of David. Adonai is my shepherd, I shall not want. He makes 

me lie down in green pastures. He leads me beside still waters. He restores my 
soul. He guides me in paths of righteousness for His Name’s sake. Even though 
I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil, for You are 
with me: Your rod and Your staff comfort me. You prepare a table before me in 

the presence of my enemies. You have anointed my head with oil, my cup 
overflows. Surely goodness and mercy will follow me (ירדפוני Iradafni) all the 

days of my life, and I will dwell in the House of Adonai forever.



The Gospel of Peace 
▪The Gospel is so POWERFUL it overcomes difficult situations! 

▪A lot of people living together in righteousness can change the 
atmosphere of that nation! 

Psalm 33:12  Blessed is the nation whose God is Adonai, the people 
He chose for His own inheritance.

▪ It changes the atmosphere! Demonic activity declines, Gods 
presence increases:

1Samuel 3:1  Now the boy Samuel was in the service of Adonai 
under Eli. In those days the word of Adonai was rare—there were 

no visions breaking through.



The Gospel of Peace 
Matthew 4:13-17 Leaving Natzeret, He came and settled in Capernaum, 
which is by the sea in the regions of Zebulun and Naphtali. This was to 
fulfill what was spoken through Isaiah the prophet, saying, “Land of 
Zebulun and land of Naphtali, the way of the sea, beyond the Jordan, 

Galilee of the nations— the people sitting in darkness have seen a 
great light, and those sitting in the region and shadow of death, on 
them a light has dawned.” From then on, Yeshua began to proclaim, 

“Turn away from your sins, for the kingdom of heaven is near.”
(Isaiah 9:1-2)

▪His Ministry (The Good News) changed the atmosphere in an entire 
region! Peace will also spill out of us and we can change 
atmospheres wherever we go when we bring the Gospel of Peace!  

▪ Peace does not come without a fight! Peace can’t coexist with 
darkness. Peace comes after winning a conflict. 



The Gospel of Peace 
Colossians 3:15-16 Let the shalom of Messiah rule in your hearts—to 
this shalom you were surely called in one body. Also be thankful. Let 
the word of Messiah dwell in you richly, teaching and admonishing 

one another with all wisdom in psalms and hymns and spiritual 
songs, singing with gratitude in your hearts to God.

• Let Peace rule! (In Greek; “referee”) Theres a fight! 
• Let it referee your emotions and decisions.
• Discipline your thoughts! Know what's from the enemy vs God.
• Don’t follow thoughts from the enemy, it’s unwise. 
• God’s ways bring peace, we’ll feel it in our Spirit. Even in conflict. 



The Gospel of Peace

Philippians 4:7 And the shalom of God, which surpasses all 
understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in 

Messiah Yeshua.

▪ In other words, Gods peace will rise above any circumstance, 
situation or our understanding of things. You can trust that! 

▪ It will guard your Hearts (Spirit) & Minds (Soul)!



The Gospel of Peace
Mark 11:23  Amen, I tell you, if someone says to this 

mountain, ‘Be taken up and thrown into the sea,’ and 
does not doubt in his heart but trusts that what he 

says is happening, so shall it be for him.
•According to His Will & Word (1John 5:14-15, John 5:7) 

(Confession, Hebrews 4:14 & 10:23) Not James 4:3 
•We don’t get what we think.
•We don’t get what we feel.
•When we stand in Gods Word (Spiritual & Physical), it 

will give us peace beyond understanding.  It will 
guard our heart and mind! We must speak it! 



The Gospel of Peace
The Great Commission

Matthew 28:16-20 Now the eleven disciples went to the Galilee, to the 
mountain Yeshua had designated. When they saw Him, they worshiped; but 

some wavered. And Yeshua came up to them and spoke to them, saying, 
“All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to Me. Go therefore 

and make disciples of all nations, immersing them in the name of the 
Father and the Son and the Ruach ha-Kodesh, teaching them to observe all I 

have commanded you. And remember! I am with you always, even to the 
end of the age.”

• The Great Commission gives us unity! 
• One King
• One Message
• One Mission
• One Direction



Our Rally Call to Peace
Isaiah 11:10 It will also come about in that day that the root of Jesse 

will stand as a banner for the peoples. The nations will seek for Him, 
and His resting place will be glorious.

• Yeshua = the banner

• The Gospel = the message under that banner

• The body of Israel = the people rallying to it



Peace in unity of purpose: 
• The Ark had been in enemy territory:
1 Sam 4:10–11: Ark captured, 1 Sam 5–6: Ark afflicts Philistines, 1 Sam 7:1–2: Ark sidelined for 20 years
Israel survives without it, but never thrives.

• The Ark as the unifying center
After Saul’s fractured reign, Israel is divided. David becomes king in stages, and unity follows 
purpose, not politics.
2 Samuel 5:1–3 “Then all the tribes of Israel came to David at Hebron… ‘We are your bone and your 
flesh… you shall shepherd My people Israel.”

• David’s first national act: restore God’s presence
2 Samuel 6:1–2 “David again gathered all the chosen men of Israel, thirty thousand. And David arose 
and went with all the people who were with him to bring up from there the ark of God…”
• All the people
• One goal
• One direction
• One Presence (the Good News helps bring Gods presence into us)
This is shalom through unity of purpose, not uniformity.



Peace in unity of purpose: 
• David’s heart posture (key for Shalom)
2 Samuel 6:14 “David danced before Adonai with all his might.”
Shalom isn’t sterile, it’s joyful obedience in motion.

• Result: Peace, order, and blessing
2 Samuel 6:11–12 “Adonai blessed the house of Obed-Edom… So David went and brought up 
the ark of God with rejoicing.”
Unity + God’s presence = blessing + peace

• Sandals of Shalom + Great Commission
The Sandals are for movement!
Ephesians 6:15 “Having shod your feet with the readiness of the Good News of peace.”
Shalom is not passive peace, it’s peace that advances. (Remember Isa 52?)

• “Nation will not lift up sword against nation, nor will they learn war anymore” Isaiah 2:4b
• “Behold, how good and how pleasant it is for brothers to dwell together in unity” Psa 133:1b



Be Ready to Bring Peace! 

2Timothy 4:1-2 I solemnly charge you—in the presence 
of God and Messiah Yeshua, who is about to judge the 

living and the dead at His appearing and His Kingdom—
proclaim the Word! Be ready when it is convenient or 

inconvenient. Confront, rebuke, encourage—with 
complete patience and instruction.



Peace in unity of purpose: 

• The sandals of Shalom aren’t for standing still, they’re for moving 
together. 

• David united Israel not around politics, tribes, or personalities, but 
rather around the presence of God.

• Today, we are united under a greater banner: the Great Commission.

o The Gospel is our Ark.
o The Kingdom is our destination.
o And Shalom is what happens when God’s people move in one 

direction, under one King, with one mission.
