APPOINTED TIMES, MOEDIM.

▪STRONGS H4150 Mo’ed מועד
Lev 23:1-2 Adonai said to Moshe, "Tell the 

people of Isra'el: 'The מועדי designated times 

of Adonai which you are to proclaim as holy 
convocations are my designated times.

▪It's root word Ya’ad יָעַד Means “to summon” 



TENT OF MEETING
▪ This is the same word used in the tabernacle, or as God called it “The tent of meeting” 
“Ohel Moed” (A Mo’ed can be a time and/or place – that’s also demonstrated in the 
three pilgrimage feasts).

▪ Exo 29:42-45 Through all your generations this is to be the regular burnt offering at the 
entrance to the tent אהל of meeting מועד (Ohel Moed) before Adonai. There is where I 
will meet with you to speak with you. There I will meet with the people of Isra'el; and 
the place will be consecrated by my glory. I will consecrate the tent of meeting and the 
altar, likewise I will consecrate Aharon and his sons to serve me in the office of cohen. 

Then I will live with the people of Isra'el and be their God:

▪He is calling us to Him and His presence in this season! 



SHADOWS OF RESTORATION

▪ Passover: Restoration of Gods people to His Covenant.

▪ First Fruits: Restoration of life, defeat of death. 

▪ Shavuot: Restoration of language, one body, one kingdom. Means to live out the covenant!

▪ Yom Teruah: Restoration of Gods reign and justice on earth.

▪ Yom Kippur: Restoration of Israel over the nations, Judgment of the nations. JUSTICE!

▪ Sukkot: Restoration of Gods relationship with mankind, dwelling with man like the Garden. 

▪ Shabbat: Messiah’s Kingdom, the earth is restored back to its original intention. 



SHADOWS OF RESTORATION
▪ Col 2:16-17 Let no one therefore judge you in eating, or in drinking, or with respect to a 

(Biblical) feast day or a new moon or a Sabbath day, which are a shadow of the things to 
come; but the body is Messiah’s.

▪ Psa 17:8 Protect me like the pupil of your eye, hide me in the shadow of your wings 

▪ Psa 36:7 How precious, God, is your grace! People take refuge in the shadow of your wings, 

▪ Psa 57:1 Show me favor, God, show me favor; for in you I have taken refuge. Yes, I will find 

refuge in the shadow of your wings until the storms have passed. 

▪ Psa 63:7 For you have been my help; in the shadow of your wings I rejoice; 

▪ Psa 91 Protection & Power

▪ Mal 4:1-3 Healing



Yom Kippur to Sukkot    THE PATTERN

▪Jeremiah 25:7 But you wouldn't listen to me," says Adonai, "so 
that you could provoke me with the products of your hands, to your 
own harm." 

▪Isaiah 40:3-5 A voice cries out: "Clear a road through the desert 
for Adonai! Level a highway in the `Aravah for our God! Let every 
valley be filled in, every mountain and hill lowered, the bumpy places 
made level and the crags become a plain. Then the glory of Adonai 
will be revealed; all humankind together will see it, for the mouth of 
Adonai has spoken." 

▪Acts 3:19:20 "Therefore, repent and turn to God, so that your sins 
may be erased; so that times of refreshing may come from the Lord's 
presence; and he may send the Messiah appointed in advance for you, 
that is, Yeshua.



COMMANDMENTS 
FOR SUKKOT:
▪ Lev 23:33-44

▪ On the fifteenth day of this seventh month is 
the Feast of Sukkot, for seven days to Adonai

▪ The first day there is to be a holy 
convocation…The eighth day will be a holy 
convocation to you

▪ On the first day you are to take choice fruit of 
trees, branches of palm trees, boughs of leafy 
trees, and willows of the brook, and rejoice 
before Adonai

▪ Deut 16:13-17
▪ So you are to be full of joy!

▪ They are not to show up before Adonai empty-
handed, but every man is to give what he can



WHY A SUKKAH?
▪ To remind us that Gods “rickety” Kingdom is and will 

overcome the “great” kingdoms of this world… 
▪ Dan 2:31-45
▪ Dan 2:44 "In the days of those kings the God of 

heaven will establish a kingdom that will never be 
destroyed, and that kingdom will not pass into the 
hands of another people. It will break to pieces and 
consume all those kingdoms; but it, itself, will stand 
forever —

▪ A picture of us dwelling with His presence: 
▪ Isa 4:5-6 Adonai will create over the whole site of 

Mount Tziyon and over those who assemble there a 
smoking cloud by day and a shining, flaming fire by 
night; for the Glory will be over everything like a 
hupah. A sukkah will give shade by day from the heat; 
it will also provide refuge and cover from storm and 
rain. 

▪ We Live as temporary residents in a temporary place:
▪ 2Cor 5:1We know that when the tent which houses us 

here on earth is torn down, we have a permanent 
building from God, a building not made by human 
hands, to house us in heaven. 

▪ 2Cor 4:18
▪ 1Pet 2:11  Dear friends, I urge you as aliens and 

temporary residents not to give in to the desires of 
your old nature, which keep warring against you; 



THE INDWELLING OF HIS 
PRESENCE 

▪ 1Kings 8:2 
▪ At the Feast in the month of Ethanim, which is the seventh 

month

▪ The kohanim brought the ark of the covenant of Adonai to 
its place, into the inner Sanctuary of the House, to the Holy 
of Holies, under the wings of the cheruvim. For the 
cheruvim spread out their wings over the place of the ark, 

▪ Now when the kohanim came out of the Holy Place, the 
cloud filled the House of Adonai, so that the kohanim could 
not stand to minister because of the cloud, for the glory of 
Adonai filled the House of Adonai

▪ 2 Chron 5:11-14
▪ Then, when the trumpeters and singers were playing in one 

accord, to be heard harmoniously praising and thanking 
Adonai, and they lifted their voices together with the 
trumpets, cymbals and other musical instruments to praise 
Adonai: "for he is good, for his grace continues forever

▪ Then, the house, the house of Adonai, was filled with a 
cloud; so that because of the cloud, the cohanim could not 
stand up to perform their service; for the glory of Adonai 
filled the house of God

Psa 27:4-5 Just one thing have I asked of Adonai; only this will I seek: to live in the house of Adonai all the days of 
my life, to see the beauty of Adonai and visit in his temple. For he will conceal me in his shelter (Sukkah) on the day 

of trouble, he will hide me in the folds of his tent, he will set me high on a rock.

THE INDWELLING OF HIS 
PRESENCE 

▪ Neh 8:8-18
▪ They found written in the Torah that YHWH had ordered 

through Moshe that the people of Isra'el were to live in 
sukkot during the feast of the seventh month

▪ Go out to the mountains, and collect branches of olives, 
wild olives, myrtles, palms, and other leafy trees to make 
sukkot, as prescribed

▪ Ezra 3:4
▪ They observed the festival of Sukkot as written, offering 

daily the number of burnt offerings prescribed for each day

▪ Ezra 3:13
▪ So that the people couldn't distinguish the noise of the 

joyful shouting from the noise of the people's weeping; for 
the people were shouting so loudly that the noise could be 
heard at a great distance

▪ Future fulfillment:

▪ Ezek 43:1-7, 26-27
▪ Then the glory of Adonai came into the House by way of the 

gate facing the east.

THE INDWELLING OF HIS 
PRESENCE – YESHUA!

▪ Isa 7:14 Therefore Adonai Himself will give you a sign: Behold, 
the virgin will conceive. When she is giving birth to a son, she 
will call his name Immanuel.

▪ Mat 1:21-25 She will give birth to a son; and you shall call His 
name Yeshua, for He will save His people from their sins.” 
Now all this took place to fulfill what was spoken by Adonai 
through the prophet, saying, “Behold, the virgin shall conceive 
and give birth to a son, and they shall call His name 
Immanuel,” which means “God with us.” When Joseph woke 
up from his sleep, he did as the angel of Adonai commanded 
him and took Miriam as his wife. But he did not know her 
intimately until she had given birth to a Son. And he called His 
name Yeshua.

▪ Rev 21:1-4 Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the 
first heaven and the first earth had passed away, and the sea 
was no more. I also saw the holy city—the New Jerusalem—
coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride 
adorned for her husband. I also heard a loud voice from the 
throne, saying, “Behold, the dwelling of God is among men, 
and He shall tabernacle among them. They shall be His 
people, and God Himself shall be among them (Immanuel) 
and be their God. He shall wipe away every tear from their 
eyes, and death shall be no more. Nor shall there be mourning 
or crying or pain any longer, for the former things have passed 
away.”

John 1:14  And the Word became flesh and tabernacled among us. We looked 
upon His glory, the glory of the one and only from the Father, full of grace and truth.



THE INDWELLING OF HIS 
PRESENCE – YESHUA!▪ 24 Courses of the Priesthood: 

▪ 1 Chron 24:7-18 (Focus on verse 10) 

▪ They all served 2 times per year, a 1st and 2nd Course

▪ 24 x 2 = 48 weeks

▪ 3 Pilgrimage Feasts (Full Service) Deut 16:16

▪ 48 (Weeks) + 3 (Weeks) = 51 weeks or 357 Days

▪ Lunar Year is 360 Days 

▪ Luke 1:5 In the days of Herod, King of Y'hudah, there was 
a cohen named Z'kharyah who belonged to the Aviyah 
division. His wife was a descendant of Aharon, and her 
name was Elisheva. 

John:

▪ Week 10 + 2 Weeks Purity Laws =Week 12 (Lev 15:19).

▪ Week 12 + 40 Weeks Pregnancy = Week 52

Yeshua

▪ 25 Weeks Later (6-Months) (Luke 1:36)

▪ John Week 12 + 25 = 37 (Kislev Wk-3)

▪ Week 37 + 40 Weeks Pregnancy = Week 77 (Wk-26)

SUKKOT

• Read Luke 1:5-45
Luke 1:23-24 When the period of his Temple service was over, he returned home. Following this, Elisheva his wife 
conceived, and she remained five months in seclusion, saying, 
Luke 1:31 Look! You will become pregnant, you will give birth to a son, and you are to name him Yeshua. 
Luke 1:36 "You have a relative, Elisheva, who is an old woman; and everyone says she is barren. But she has conceived 
a son and is six months pregnant! 



SUKKOT OUR TIME 
OF JOY!

▪ Deut 16:13-15 "You are to keep the festival of Sukkot for seven days after you have 
gathered the produce of your threshing-floor and winepress. Rejoice at your festival - 
you, your sons and daughters, your male and female slaves, the L'vi'im, and the 
foreigners, orphans and widows living among you. Seven days you are to keep the 
festival for Adonai your God in the place Adonai your God will choose, because Adonai 
your God will bless you in all your crops and in all your work, so you are to be full of 
joy! 

▪ Luke 2:9-10 Suddenly an angel of Adonai stood before them, and the glory of 
Adonai shone all around them; and they were absolutely terrified. But the angel said 
to them, “Do not be afraid! For behold, I proclaim Good News to you, which will be 
great joy to all the people.

▪ More “Sukkot language” language: Manger = Livestock Booth:

▪ Luke 2:7 and she gave birth to her firstborn son. She wrapped Him in strips of cloth 
and set Him down in a manger, since there was no room for them in the inn.

▪ Gen 33:17 but Jacob journeyed to Sukkot and built a house for himself, and for his 

livestock he made booths סכת.That is the reason that place is called Sukkot.

Neh 8:10 Then he said to them, "Go, eat rich food, drink sweet drinks, and 
send portions to those who can't provide for themselves; for today is 

consecrated to our Lord. Don't be sad, because the joy of Adonai is your 
strength." 



KINGSHIP OF 
MESSIAH
▪ Zech 14:16-21

▪ Will go up from year to year to worship the King, Adonai-Tzva’ot, and to 
celebrate Sukkot

▪ If any of the nations on earth do not go up to Jerusalem to worship the 
King, Adonai-Tzva’ot, they will have no rain. 

▪ In fact every pot in Jerusalem and in Judah will be Holy to Adonai-Tzva’ot

▪ Then water begins to flow from the Temple; we will touch on this soon! 

▪ Psa 2:1-9
▪ You shall break the nations with an iron scepter. You shall dash them in 

pieces like a potter’s jar 

▪ Rev 2:26
▪ He shall rule them with an iron rod, as when clay pots are broken into 

pieces

▪ Rev 12:5
▪ Who is to rule all the nations with an iron rod

Joh 1:49 Natan'el said, "Rabbi, you are the Son of God! 

You are the King of Isra'el!" 



THE SUKKAH OF DAVID
▪ Amos 9:11-15

▪ I will raise up David’s fallen sukkah!

▪ Yes, I will restore the captivity of My people Israel. They will 
rebuild desolated cities and dwell in them

▪ Yes, I will plant them on their land, and they will never again be 
plucked up out of their land that I have given to them.” Adonai, 
your God, has said it

▪ Acts 15:13-18
▪  After this I will return and rebuild the fallen tabernacle of David

▪ I will rebuild its ruins and I will restore it, so that the rest of 
humanity may seek the Lord—namely all the Gentiles who are 
called by My name

▪ What is the Sukkah of David?
▪ A united Israel under one King, which the gentiles grafted in are 

fulfilling, and someday soon make it “full”!

▪ Ezek 37:24-26
▪ My servant David will be king over them, and all of them will 

have one shepherd



DAVIDS TENT FULLY RESTORED 
NEW JERUSALEM

▪MAT 13:24-30 Final Harvest

▪REV 14:13-19 Final Harvest

▪REV 21:1-6 New Jerusalem

Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven 
and the first earth had passed away, and the sea was no more. 
I also saw the holy city—the New Jerusalem—coming down 
out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for her 
husband. I also heard a loud voice from the throne, saying,

▪ DEUT 30:6 Torah on Heart

▪ JER 31:31-34 Torah on Heart

▪ EZEK 44:9 Both Heart & Flesh Required

Thus says Adonai 

Elohim: “No foreigner, 

uncircumcised in 

heart and 

uncircumcised in 

flesh, may enter My 

Sanctuary, not any 

foreigner who is among 

Bnei-Yisrael.

Also Adonai your God will 
circumcise your heart and the 
heart of your descendants—to 
love Adonai your God with all 
your heart and with all your 
soul, in order that you may live.



TENT REVIVAL!
▪ John Piper describes revival as: “God doing among many 

Christians at the same time or in the same region, 
usually, what he is doing all the time in individual 
Christians lives as people get saved and individually 
renew around the world”

▪ These “revivals” are supposed to result in attendance, 
alter calls, emotionalism, medical healings and 
evangelism. While all of that may be great, there’s one 
problem… None of that is biblical revival…

▪ Revival is simply returning “Shuvu” to God!

▪ Hos 6:1-3 Come, let us (Israel) return (ונשׁובה ) to Adonai. For He has 
torn, but He will heal us. He has smitten, but He will bind us up. After 
two days He will revive ונחיה) ) us. On the third day He will raise us 
up, and we will live in His presence. So let us know, let us strive to know 
Adonai. Like dawn His going forth is certain. He will come to us like the 
rain, like the latter rain watering the earth.
Solomon’s Sukkot Revival:

2Chrn 5:13-14 Then it came to pass that when the trumpeters and singers joined as one to extol and praise 
Adonai, and when the sound of the trumpets, cymbals and musical instruments and the praise of Adonai—“For He is 
good, for His mercy endures forever”—grew louder, the Temple, the House of Adonai, was filled with a cloud. The 

kohanim could not stand to minister because of the cloud, for the glory of Adonai filled the House of God.



FUTURE FULLFILMENTS

▪ MESSIANIC KINGDOM:                                               

▪ YOM TERUAH: Messiah returns and reigns as King (Ezek 37:15-28)

▪ YOM KIPPUR: Judgment/Justice of the Nations (Isa 63:1-6)

▪ SUKKOT: He will dwell with his people/Enter his Temple (Ezek 43:1-5)

▪ NEW JERUSALEM:

▪ YOM TERUAH: The Earth is destroyed, heavenly reign as king begins (Rev 11:15-19)

▪ YOM KIPPUR: The Dead are Judged, GREAT WHITE THRONE (Rev 20:1-15)

▪ SUKKOT: God dwells with us in New Jerusalem, all things are new! (Rev 19:6-10 & Rev 21:1-3)



THE RIVERS OF 
WATER OF LIFE
▪ Yeshua’s proclamation at Sukkot! 

▪John 7:37-39 Now on the last day of 
the festival, Hoshana Rabbah, Yeshua 

stood and cried out, "If anyone is 
thirsty, let him keep coming to me 

and drinking! Whoever puts his trust 
in me, as the Scripture says, rivers of 
living water will flow from his inmost 

being!"(Now he said this about the 
Spirit, whom those who trusted in him 
were to receive later — the Spirit had 

not yet been given, because Yeshua had 
not yet been glorified.)   



SUKKOT: LIVING WATER 
CEREMONY 

Tradition records that there was a great presession of living 
water. The Water Libation ceremony: 

• Water originating from the Gihon spring 

▪ (The spring originates under the temple mount).

• The water would end up in the Pool of Siloam (meaning; sent)

▪ The lowest part of the city (Poor, poverty) 

• Water was then taken from the lowest part of the city (pool of 
Siloam) and in a great procession of Joy, walking the water back 
up to the Temple to be pored out along the way, finally making 
it to the Alter to be poured out. 

• Pool of Siloam Healing: John 9:7-11

• Foreshadowing Yeshua “Sending”: Mark 3:14-15. Mark 6:7, 13

• The Power of the “Sent”: Luke 10:1, 9, Acts 1:8

Zechariah 14:8  

Ezekiel 47:1-12



LIVING WATER

▪ The well of Salvation John 4:9-14

▪ Personal salvation: 

▪ Yeshua answered, "Everyone who drinks this water 
will get thirsty again, but whoever drinks the 
water I will give him will never be thirsty again!

▪ On the contrary, the water I give him will become 
a spring of water inside him, welling up into 
eternal life!" 

▪ Wells are owned, Rivers are “un-owned” 

▪ Wells are private John 4 (Wells of Living Water)

▪ Rivers are public John 7 (Rivers of Living Water)



Living Water: Mikvah (Baptism)
▪ Two Mikvah’s (Baptism’s): Read Acts 2:38, Acts 8:15-17 & Acts 19:1-7

▪ Mikvah/Baptism of Water:

▪ Mat 3:11 It's true that I am immersing you in water so that you might turn from sin to God; but the 
one coming after me is more powerful than I — I'm not worthy even to carry his sandals — and he will 
immerse you in the Ruach HaKodesh and in fire

▪ Mikvah/Baptism of Spirit: Acts 1:5-8  

▪ For Yochanan used to immerse people in water; but in a few days, you will be immersed in the Ruach 
HaKodesh!" 

▪ But you will receive power when the Ruach HaKodesh comes upon you; you will be my witnesses both in 
Yerushalayim and in all Y'hudah and Shomron, indeed to the ends of the earth!" (Servitude) 

▪ Acts 2:2-4 Suddenly there came a sound from the sky like the roar of a violent wind, and it filled the 
whole house where they were sitting. Then they saw what looked like tongues of fire (cloven tongues), 
which separated and came to rest on each one of them. They were all filled with the Ruach HaKodesh 
and began to talk in different languages, as the Spirit enabled them to speak. 

▪ Joel 2:28-29 (3:1-2) "After this, I will pour out my Spirit on all humanity. Your sons and daughters will 
prophesy, your old men will dream dreams, your young men will see visions; and also on male and female 
servants (Eved) in those days I will pour out my Spirit. 



FOR ALL 
WHO 
ARE 

“SENT”

▪ Mark 16:14-20 Later, Yeshua appeared to the Eleven as 
they were eating, and he reproached them for their lack 
of trust and their spiritual insensitivity in not having 
believed those who had seen him after he had risen. Then 
he said to them, "As you go throughout the world, 
proclaim the Good News to all creation. Whoever trusts 
and is immersed will be saved; whoever does not trust 
will be condemned. And these signs will accompany 
those who do trust: in my name they will drive out 
demons, speak with new tongues, not be injured if they 
handle snakes or drink poison, and heal the sick by laying 
hands on them." So then, after he had spoken to them, 
the Lord Yeshua was taken up into heaven and sat at the 
right hand of God. And they went out and proclaimed 
everywhere, the Lord working with them and confirming 
the message by the accompanying signs. 

▪ All who trust, Yeshua will equip for ministry, just like the 
servants in Joel 2:28-29 (3:1-2) . 



FORESHADOWING OF THE SPIRIT
▪ We know the Feasts, Torah and Tanakh are casting shadows of the original.

▪ Col 2:16-17 So don't let anyone pass judgment on you in connection with eating and drinking, or in 
regard to a Jewish festival or Rosh-Hodesh or Shabbat. These are a shadow of things that are 
coming, but the body is of the Messiah. 

▪ So, what is God’s foreshadowing Yeshua’s statement of “Rivers of Living Water”? 

▪ Joh 7:37-39 Now on the last day of the festival, Hoshana Rabbah, Yeshua stood and cried out, "If 
anyone is thirsty, let him keep coming to me and drinking! Whoever puts his trust in me, as the 
Scripture says, rivers of living water will flow from his inmost being!" (Now he said this about the 
Spirit, whom those who trusted in him were to receive later — the Spirit had not yet been 
given, because Yeshua had not yet been glorified.) 

▪ A reminder that the spirit was to go out to four places: Acts 1:

1. Jerusalem

2. Judea

3. Samaria

4. Uttermost parts of the Earth



FORESHADOWING OF THE SPIRIT
▪ The Rivers of the Spirit, going to the “4 corners” 

Foreshadowed in Eden, 4 Rivers going out from the presence 
of God. One, split into four…. 

1. Pishon

2. Gihon

3. Tigris

4. Euphrates

Gen 2:10-14 A river went out of `Eden to water the garden, and from there 

it divided into four streams. The name of the first is Pishon; it winds 

throughout the land of Havilah, where there is gold. The gold of that land is 

good; aromatic resin and onyx stone are also found there. The name of the 

second river is Gihon; it winds throughout the land of Kush. The name of 

the third river is Tigris; it is the one that flows toward the east of Ashur. 

The fourth river is the Euphrates. 



SHADOWS 
OF THE 
SPIRIT:

 PISHON 
RIVER

▪ PISHON: To grow up, to grow fat, to build up (Edification) 

▪ 1Cor 14:4 A person speaking in a tongue does edify himself, 
but a person prophesying edifies the congregation. 

▪ Build up your batteries through prayer in the Spirit: 

▪ Jud 1:20 But you, dear friends, build yourselves up (Edify) in 
your most holy faith, and pray in union with the Ruach 
HaKodesh. 

▪ The Spirit our helper:

▪ John 14:15-16 "If you love me, you will keep my commands; 
and I will ask the Father, and he will give you another 
comforting Counselor (paraklētos) like me, the Spirit of Truth, 
to be with you forever. 

▪ The Spirit leads us to perfect prayer:

▪ Rom 8:26-27 Similarly, the Spirit helps us in our weakness; 
for we don't know how to pray the way we should. But the 
Spirit himself pleads on our behalf with groanings too deep 
for words; and the one who searches hearts knows exactly 
what the Spirit is thinking, because his pleadings for God's 
people accord with God's will. 

▪ Read Eph 6:18-20 He is our helper; we are doing the action!



SHADOWS 
OF THE 
SPIRIT:

 GIHON 
RIVER

▪ GIHON: Break forth, labor to bring forth, come forth, draw 
up, take out (Revelation)

▪ The Sprit will remind and bring forth what we have learned:

▪ Joh 14:26 But the Counselor, the Ruach HaKodesh, whom the 
Father will send in my name, will teach you everything; that 
is, he will remind you of everything I have said to you.

▪ Reminds, brings forth out understanding: 

▪ 1Cor 2:12 Now we have not received the spirit of the world 
but the Spirit of God, so that we might understand the 
things God has so freely given us. 

▪ Brings forth from God: 

▪ Joh 16:13-15 However, when the Spirit of Truth comes, he 
will guide you into all the truth; for he will not speak on his 
own initiative but will say only what he hears. He will also 
announce to you the events of the future. He will glorify me, 
because he will receive from what is mine and announce it to 
you.

▪ EUPHRATES: (Perath) Intercession. To break forth; rushing;

▪  1Tim 2:1-5 First of all, then, I counsel that petitions, prayers, 
intercessions and thanksgivings be made for all human beings, 
including kings and all in positions of prominence; so that we may 
lead quiet and peaceful lives, being godly and upright in 
everything. This is what God, our Deliverer, regards as good; this 
is what meets his approval. He wants all humanity to be delivered 
and come to full knowledge of the truth. For God is one; and 
there is but one Mediator between God and humanity, Yeshua the 
Messiah, himself human, 

▪ Rom 8:26-27 Similarly, the Spirit helps us in our weakness; for 
we don't know how to pray the way we should. But the Spirit 
himself pleads on our behalf with groanings too deep for words; 
and the one who searches hearts knows exactly what the Spirit is 
thinking, because his pleadings for God's people accord with 
God's will.

▪  Rev 9:14-15 saying to the sixth angel, the one with the shofar,

Euphrates!" And they were released. These four angels had been 
kept ready for this moment, for this day and month and year, to 
kill a third of mankind; (Gods word holds back the darkness).

▪ Psa 1:3 They are like trees planted by streams - they bear their fruit in season, their leaves 
never wither, everything they do succeeds. 

▪ Ezek 47:12 On both riverbanks will grow all kinds of trees for food; their leaves will not dry up, 
nor will their fruit fail. There will be a different kind of fruit each month, because the water 
flows from the sanctuary, so that this fruit will be edible, and the leaves will have healing 
properties." 

▪ Jer 17:8 He will be like a tree planted near water; it spreads out its roots by the river; it does 
not notice when heat comes; and its foliage is luxuriant; it is not anxious in a year of drought 
but keeps on yielding fruit. 

▪ Rev 22:1-2 Next the angel showed me the river of the water of life, sparkling like crystal, 
flowing from the throne of God and of the Lamb. Between the main street and the river was 
the Tree of Life producing twelve kinds of fruit, a different kind every month; and the leaves 
of the tree were for healing the nations.

▪ 1Cor 12:4-7 Now there are different kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit gives them. Also there 
are different ways of serving, but it is the same Lord being served. And there are different 
modes of working, but it is the same God working them all in everyone. Moreover, to each 
person is given the particular manifestation of the Spirit that will be for the common good. 

▪ Gal 5:22-23 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, 
faithfulness, humility, self control. Nothing in the Torah stands against such things.
