20 And I said to you, ‘You have come to the hill country of the Amorites, which the 
LORD our God is giving us. 21 See, the LORD your God has set the land before you. Go 
up, take possession, as the LORD, the God of your fathers, has told you. Do not fear 
or be dismayed.’  
22 Then all of you came near me and said, ‘Let us send men before us, that they may 
explore the land for us and bring us word again of the way by which we must go up 
and the cities into which we shall come.’ 23 The thing seemed good to me, and I took 
twelve men from you, one man from each tribe. 24 And they turned and went up into 
the hill country, and came to the Valley of Eshcol and spied it out. 25 And they took 
in their hands some of the fruit of the land and brought it down to us, and brought 
us word again and said, ‘It is a good land that the LORD our God is giving us.’  
26 “Yet you would not go up, but rebelled against the command of the LORD your God. 
27 And you murmured in your tents and said, ‘Because the LORD hated us he has 
brought us out of the land of Egypt, to give us into the hand of the Amorites, to 
destroy us. 28 Where are we going up? Our brothers have made our hearts melt, 
saying, “The people are greater and taller than we. The cities are great and fortified 
up to heaven. And besides, we have seen the sons of the Anakim there.”’  

 

Deuteronomy 1:20–28 (ESV) 
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1 When man began to multiply on the face of the land and daughters were born to 
them, 2 the sons of God saw that the daughters of man were attractive. And they 
took as their wives any they chose. 3 Then the LORD said, “My Spirit shall not abide 
in man forever, for he is flesh: his days shall be 120 years.” 4 The Nephilim were on 
the earth in those days, and also afterward, when the sons of God came in to the 
daughters of man and they bore children to them. These were the mighty men who 
were of old, the men of renown. 

Genesis 6:1–4 (ESV) 
 

29 Then I said to you, ‘Do not be in dread or afraid of them. 30 The LORD your God 
who goes before you will himself fight for you, just as he did for you in Egypt before 
your eyes, 31 and in the wilderness, where you have seen how the LORD your God 
carried you, as a man carries his son, all the way that you went until you came to 
this place.’ 32 Yet in spite of this word you did not believe the LORD your God, 33 who 
went before you in the way to seek you out a place to pitch your tents, in fire by 
night and in the cloud by day, to show you by what way you should go. 

Deuteronomy 1:29–33 (ESV) 
 

34 “And the LORD heard your words and was angered, and he swore, 35 ‘Not one of 
these men of this evil generation shall see the good land that I swore to give to your 
fathers, 36 except Caleb the son of Jephunneh. He shall see it, and to him and to his 
children I will give the land on which he has trodden, because he has wholly followed 
the LORD!’ 37 Even with me the LORD was angry on your account and said, ‘You also 
shall not go in there. 38 Joshua the son of Nun, who stands before you, he shall enter. 
Encourage him, for he shall cause Israel to inherit it. 39 And as for your little ones, 
who you said would become a prey, and your children, who today have no knowledge 
of good or evil, they shall go in there. And to them I will give it, and they shall 
possess it. 40 But as for you, turn, and journey into the wilderness in the direction of 
the Red Sea.’ 

Deuteronomy 1:34–40 (ESV) 
 
THERE IS A DIFFERENCE BETWEEN THE UNCONDITIONAL LOVE OF GOD AND THE EXPERIENCE OF THAT 
LOVE. 
YOU CAN CHOOSE YOUR COURSE BUT YOU CAN’T CHOOSE THE CONSEQUENCES. 
GOD WILL HAVE HIS WAY – THAT IS NEVER A QUESTION – THE ONLY QUESTION IS YOUR LEVEL OF 
PARTICIPATION. 
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18 And Jesus came and said to them, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been 
given to me. 19 Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the 
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe 
all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the 
age.” 

Matthew 28:18–20 (ESV) 
 

3 For though we walk in the flesh, we are not waging war according to the flesh. 4 
For the weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh but have divine power to destroy 
strongholds. 5 We destroy arguments and every lofty opinion raised against the 
knowledge of God, and take every thought captive to obey Christ,

7 Of this gospel I was made a minister according to the gift of God’s grace, which was 
given me by the working of his power. 8 To me, though I am the very least of all the 
saints, this grace was given, to preach to the Gentiles the unsearchable riches of 
Christ, 9 and to bring to light for everyone what is the plan of the mystery hidden for 
ages in God, who created all things, 10 so that through the church the manifold 
wisdom of God might now be made known to the rulers and authorities in the 
heavenly places. 11 This was according to the eternal purpose that he has realized in 
Christ Jesus our Lord, 12 in whom we have boldness and access with confidence 
through our faith in him. 13 So I ask you not to lose heart over what I am suffering for 
you, which is your glory. 

Ephesians 3:7–13 (ESV) 
 

8 Be sober-minded; be watchful. Your adversary the devil prowls around like a roaring 
lion, seeking someone to devour. 9 Resist him, firm in your faith, knowing that the 
same kinds of suffering are being experienced by your brotherhood throughout the 
world. 10 And after you have suffered a little while, the God of all grace, who has 
called you to his eternal glory in Christ, will himself restore, confirm, strengthen, 
and establish you. 11 To him be the dominion forever and ever. Amen.
