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" The people of Israel did what was evil in the sight of the LoRD, and the LORD gave them into
the hand of Midian seven years. > And the hand of Midian overpowered Israel, and because of
Midian the people of Israel made for themselves the dens that are in the mountains and the
caves and the strongholds. * For whenever the Israelites planted crops, the Midianites and the
Amalekites and the people of the East would come up against them.
“ They would encamp against them and devour the produce of the land, as far as Gaza, and
leave no sustenance in Israel and no sheep or ox or donkey. ° For they would come up with their
livestock and their tents; they would come like locusts in number—both they and their camels
could not be counted—so that they laid waste the land as they came in. ® And Israel was
brought very low because of Midian. And the people of Israel cried out for help to the LoRbD.
7 When the people of Israel cried out to the LORD on account of the Midianites, & the LoRD sent
a prophet to the people of Israel. And he said to them, “Thus says the LoRD, the God of Israel: |
led you up from Egypt and brought you out of the house of slavery. ° And | delivered you from
the hand of the Egyptians and from the hand of all who oppressed you, and drove them out
before you and gave you their land. '° And | said to you, ‘| am the LorD your God; you shall not
fear the gods of the Amorites in whose land you dwell.” But you have not obeyed my voice.”

"' Now the angel of the LorD came and sat under the terebinth at Ophrah, which belonged to
Joash the Abiezrite, while his son Gideon was beating out wheat in the winepress to hide it
from the Midianites.
12 And the angel of the LORD appeared to him and said to him, “The Lorb is with you, O mighty
man of valor.”
13 And Gideon said to him, “Please, my lord, if the LORD is with us, why then has all this happened
to us? And where are all his wonderful deeds that our fathers recounted to us, saying, ‘Did not
the LORD bring us up from Egypt?’ But now the LORD has forsaken us and given us into the hand
of Midian.”

Judges 6:11-13 (ESV)
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' And the LoRD turned to him and said, “Go in this might of yours and save Israel from the hand
of Midian; do not | send you?” ™ And he said to him, “Please, Lord, how can | save Israel? Behold,
my clan is the weakest in Manasseh, and | am the least in my father’s house.” '® And the LorD
said to him, “But | will be with you, and you shall strike the Midianites as one man.”
17 And he said to him, “If now | have found favor in your eyes, then show me a sign that it is you
who speak with me. '® Please do not depart from here until | come to you and bring out my
present and set it before you.” And he said, “I will stay till you return.” '® So Gideon went into
his house and prepared a young goat and unleavened cakes from an ephah of flour. The meat
he put in a basket, and the broth he put in a pot, and brought them to him under the terebinth
and presented them. 2° And the angel of God said to him, “Take the meat and the unleavened
cakes, and put them on this rock, and pour the broth over them.” And he did so. *' Then the
angel of the LORD reached out the tip of the staff that was in his hand and touched the meat
and the unleavened cakes. And fire sprang up from the rock and consumed the meat and the
unleavened cakes. And the angel of the LoRD vanished from his sight. 2> Then Gideon perceived
that he was the angel of the LorD. And Gideon said, “Alas, O Lord Gob! For now | have seen the
angel of the LoRD face to face.” 2 But the LorD said to him, “Peace be to you. Do not fear; you
shall not die.” ® Then Gideon built an altar there to the LoRD and called it, The LORD Is Peace.
To this day it still stands at Ophrah, which belongs to the Abiezrites.

Judges 6:14-24 (ESV)

31 So Jesus said to the Jews who had believed him, “If you abide in my word, you are truly my disciples,
32 and you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.”
33 They answered him, “We are offspring of Abraham and have never been enslaved to anyone. How is
it that you say, ‘You will become free’?”
34 Jesus answered them, “Truly, truly, | say to you, everyone who practices sin is a slave to sin. *> The
slave does not remain in the house forever; the son remains forever. *® So if the Son sets you free, you
will be free indeed. 37 | know that you are offspring of Abraham; yet you seek to kill me because my
word finds no place in you. * | speak of what | have seen with my Father, and you do what you have
heard from your father.”
39 They answered him, “Abraham is our father.” Jesus said to them, “If you were Abraham’s children,
you would be doing the works Abraham did, “° but now you seek to kill me, a man who has told you the
truth that | heard from God. This is not what Abraham did. “' You are doing the works your father did.”
They said to him, “We were not born of sexual immorality. We have one Father—even God.” ** Jesus
said to them, “If God were your Father, you would love me, for | came from God and | am here. | came
not of my own accord, but he sent me. > Why do you not understand what | say? It is because you
cannot bear to hear my word. ** You are of your father the devil, and your will is to do your father’s
desires. He was a murderer from the beginning, and does not stand in the truth, because there is no
truth in him. When he lies, he speaks out of his own character, for he is a liar and the father of lies. *°
But because | tell the truth, you do not believe me. “® Which one of you convicts me of sin? If | tell the
truth, why do you not believe me?
47 Whoever is of God hears the words of God. The reason why you do not hear them is that you are not
of God.”

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22 But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves. 2 For if anyone is a
hearer of the word and not a doer, he is like a man who looks intently at his natural face in a
mirror. % For he looks at himself and goes away and at once forgets what he was like. % But
the one who looks into the perfect law, the law of liberty, and perseveres, being no hearer who
forgets but a doer who acts, he will be blessed in his doing.
