vision.” - Write down the flow of thoughts and pictures. 

FOUR KEYS TO HEARING GOD’S VOICE

ACTIVATION 1: 



John 7:37-39 (NIV)  
37 On the last and greatest day of the festival, Jesus stood and 
said in a loud voice, “Let anyone who is thirsty come to me and 
drink. 38 Whoever believes in me, as Scripture has said, rivers of 
living water will flow from within them.” 39 By this he meant the 
Spirit, whom those who believed in him were later to receive. Up 
to that time the Spirit had not been given, since Jesus had not yet 
been glorified.

ACTIVATION 2



Psalm 1:1-3 (NIV)  
1 Blessed is the one who does not walk in step with the wicked or 
stand in the way that sinners take or sit in the company of 
mockers, 2 but whose delight is in the law of the Lord, and who 
meditates on his law day and night. 3 That person is like a tree 
planted by streams of water, which yields its fruit in season and 
whose leaf does not wither— whatever they do prospers.

ACTIVATION 3

4 Remain in me, as I also remain in you. No branch can bear fruit 
by itself; it must remain in the vine.
