CONFESS YOUR SINS
1 John 1:9 (NIV) 
9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will 
forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness.

Open Doors:

doors, that the King of glory may come in. 8 Who is this 
King of glory? The Lord strong and mighty, the Lord 
mighty in battle. 9 Lift up your heads, you gates; lift 
them up, you ancient doors, that the King of glory may 
come in. 10 Who is he, this King of glory? The Lord 
Almighty— he is the King of glory.



Ephphatha - Be opened!:
Mark 7:34–35 (NIV) 
34 He looked up to heaven and with a deep sigh said to 
him, “Ephphatha!” (which means “Be opened!”). 35 At 
this, the man’s ears were opened, his tongue was loosened 
and he began to speak plainly.



Cancel every delays:
Daniel 10:12 (NLT) 
12 Then he said, “Don’t be afraid, Daniel. Since the first 
day you began to pray for understanding and to humble 
yourself before your God, your request has been heard in 
heaven. I have come in answer to your prayer.
