FIRST LESSON  1 Corinthians 13: 4-13 
Love is patient; love is kind; love is not envious or boastful or arrogant or rude. It 
does not insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; it does not rejoice in 
wrongdoing, but rejoices in the truth. It bears all things, believes all things, hopes 
all things, endures all things.

GOSPEL  Mark 6: 1-13 
He left that place and came to his hometown, and his disciples followed him. On 
the sabbath he began to teach in the synagogue, and many who heard him were 
astounded. They said, “Where did this man get all this? What is this wisdom that 
has been given to him? What deeds of power are being done by his hands! Is not 
this the carpenter, the son of Mary and brother of James and Joses and Judas and 
Simon, and are not his sisters here with us?” And they took offense at him. Then 
Jesus said to them, “Prophets are not without honor, except in their hometown, 
and among their own kin, and in their own house.” And he could do no deed of 
power there, except that he laid his hands on a few sick people and cured them.

UPDATED COVID GUIDELINES FOR IN-PERSON WORSHIP 
Below are guidelines we ask all onsite participants to follow.  These will be revised 
periodically as CDC guidelines continue to evolve.

If you are fully  
     vaccinated, feel free to fully participate in singing and prayer.   Otherwise, the  
     congregation may pray the words of our songs or hum along, but please do not sing.   
     According to the CDC, if not vaccinated, singing has a greater risk of dispersing droplets.
