GOSPEL                                                                                                                    Luke 19:28-40 
After he had said this, he went on ahead, going up to Jerusalem. When he had 
come near Bethphage and Bethany, at the place called the Mount of Olives, he 
sent two of the disciples, saying, “Go into the village ahead of you, and as you 
enter it you will find tied there a colt that has never been ridden. Untie it and 
bring it here. If anyone asks you, ‘Why are you untying it?’ just say this, ‘The Lord 
needs it.’” So those who were sent departed and found it as he had told them. As 
they were untying the colt, its owners asked them, “Why are you untying the 
colt?” They said, “The Lord needs it.” Then they brought it to Jesus; and after 
throwing their cloaks on the colt, they set Jesus on it.

Service of Holy Baptism 
 

P:   In Holy Baptism our gracious heavenly Father liberates us from sin and death by 
joining us to the death and resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ. We are born 
children of a fallen humanity; in the waters of Baptism we are reborn children of 
God and inheritors of eternal life.  By water and the Holy Spirit we are made 
members of the Church which is the body of Christ.  As we live with him and with 
his people, we grow in faith, love and obedience to the will of God. 

 

Sponsors: We present Violet Laura Sester to receive the Sacrament of Holy Baptism. 
 

P:   In Christian love you have presented this child for Holy Baptism.  You should, 
therefore, faithfully bring her to the services of God’s house and teach her the 
Lord’s Prayer, the Creed and the Ten Commandments.  As she grows in years, you 
should place in her hands the Holy Scriptures and provide for her instruction in 
the Christian faith, that, living in the covenant of her Baptism and in communion 
with the Church, she may lead a godly life until the day of Jesus Christ.

You led Israel by the pillar of cloud and fire 
through the sea, out of slavery into the freedom of the promised land.  In the 



waters of the Jordan your Son was baptized by John and anointed with the Spirit.   
By the baptism of His own death and resurrection your beloved Son has set us 
free from the bondage to sin and death, and has opened the way to the joy and 
freedom of everlasting life. He made water a sign of the kingdom and of cleansing 
and rebirth.  In obedience to His command, we make disciples of all nations, 
baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. 

 

Pour out your Holy Spirit, so that this child who is here baptized may be given 
new life.  Wash away her sin and cleanse her by this water and bring her forth as 
an inheritor of Your glorious kingdom.

PASSION DRAMA 
 

NARRATOR:  Now Jesus stood before the Governor, and the Governor 
   asked him, 
 

PILATE:  Are you the King of the Jews? 
 

NARRATOR:  Jesus answered, “You say so.”  But when he was accused by the 
chief priest and elders, he did not answer.  Then Pilate said to him, 

 

PILATE:  Do you not hear how many accusation they make against you? 
 

NARRATOR:  But he gave them no answer, not even to a single charge, so that the 
Governor was accustomed to releasing a prisoner for the crowd, 
anyone whom they wanted.   

  At that time they had a notorious prisoner called Barabbas. 
  So after they had gathered, Pilate said to them: 
 

PILATE:  Whom do you want me to release for you, Barabbas or 
  Jesus who is called the Messiah? 
 

NARRATOR:  And the people shouted…. 
 

CROWD:  Barabbas!  Barabbas! 
 

PILATE:  Then what should I do with Jesus, this man who is called 
   the Messiah? 
 

CROWD:  Let him be crucified! 
 

PILATE:  Why, what evil has he done? 
 

CROWD:  Let him be crucified!  Release Barabbas! Let him be 
    crucified!! 
 

NARRATOR: So when Pilate saw that he could do nothing, but rather that a 
     riot was beginning, he took some water, washed his hands  
     before the crowd, saying… 
 

PILATE:  I am innocent of this man’s blood— see to it yourselves. 
 

NARRATOR: Then the people as a whole answered:   
 



CROWD:  His blood be on us and on our children! 
 

NARRATOR:   So he released Barabbas for them; and after flogging Jesus, he 
   handed him over to be crucified.  Then the soldiers of Pilate 
   took Jesus into the Governor's headquarters and gathered the 
   whole court around him.  They stripped him; put a scarlet robe 
   on him, and after twisting some thorns into a crown, they put it on 
   his head.  They put a reed in his right hand and knelt before him 
   and mocked him saying, “Hail, king of the Jews!” 

 

  They spat on him and took the reed; struck him on the head.  After  
  mocking him, they stripped him of the robe and put his own clothes  
  on him. And when they had crucified him, they divided his clothes  
  among themselves by casting lots and then they sat down there and   
  kept watch over him.  Over his head they put the charge against him,  
  which read:  “THIS IS JESUS, KING OF THE JEWS.” Then two thieves  
  were crucified with him, one on his right and one on his left.  Those  
  who passed by derided him, shaking their heads and saying…. 

 

CROWD:  You who would destroy the temple and build it in three days, save  
                    yourself!  If you are the Son of God,  come down from the cross. 
 

NARRATOR:   From noon on, darkness came over the whole land until three in 
    the afternoon.  And about three o’clock Jesus cried with a loud  
    voice, “Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani?” 
  that is, “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” 
 

  And when some of the bystanders heard it, they said, “This man 
    called for Elijah”.  At once one of them ran and got a sponge,  
    filled it with sour wine, put it on a stick and gave it for him to  
    drink.  But the others said, “Wait, let us see whether Elijah will  
    come to see him.”   Then Jesus cried again and breathed his last. 
 

  At that moment the curtain of the temple was torn in two,  
  from top to bottom.  The earth shook and the rocks were split.   
    Now when the centurion and those with him, who were keeping  
  watch over Jesus, saw the earthquake and what took place,  
  they were terrified and he said…
