FIRST READING 1Samuel 17: 8-11,24
He stood and shouted to the ranks of Israel, “Why have you come out to draw up
for battle? Am I not a Philistine, and are you not servants of Saul? Choose a man
for yourselves, and let him come down to me. If he is able to fight with me and kill
me, then we will be your servants; but if | prevail against him and kill him, then
you shall be our servants and serve us.” And the Philistine said, “Today | defy the
ranks of Israel! Give me a man, that we may fight together.” When Saul and all
Israel heard these words of the Philistine, they were dismayed and greatly afraid.
All the Israelites, when they saw the man, fled from him and were very much
afraid.



SECOND READING Romans 6:1b-11
What then are we to say? Should we continue in sin in order that grace may
abound? By no means! How can we who died to sin go on living in it? Do you not
know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into
his death? Therefore we have been buried with him by baptism into death, so
that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, so we too
might walk in newness of life. For if we have been united with him in a death like
his, we will certainly be united with him in a resurrection like his. We know that
our old self was crucified with him so that the body of sin might be destroyed, and
we might no longer be enslaved to sin. For whoever has died is freed from sin. But
if we have died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. We know
that Christ, being raised from the dead, will never die again; death no longer has
dominion over him. The death he died, he died to sin, once for all; but the life he
lives, he lives to God. So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive
to God in Christ Jesus.

GOSPEL Matthew 10:24-39
“Adisciple is not above the teacher, nor a slave above the master; it is enough for
the disciple to be like the teacher, and the slave like the master. If they have called
the master of the house Beelzebul, how much more will they malign those of his
household! “So have no fear of them; for nothing is covered up that will not be
uncovered, and nothing secret that will not become known. What | say to you in
the dark, tell in the light; and what you hear whispered, proclaim from the
housetops. Do not fear those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul; rather
fear him who can destroy both soul and body in hell. Are not two sparrows sold
for a penny? Yet not one of them will fall to the ground apart from your Father.
