FIRST READING                                                                                      Genesis 1:1-2:4a 
When God began to create the heavens and the earth, the earth was complete 
chaos, and darkness covered the face of the deep, while a wind from God swept 
over the face of the waters. Then God said, “Let there be light,” and there was 
light. And God saw that the light was good, and God separated the light from the 
darkness. God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And there 
was evening and there was morning, the first day. 
 

And God said, “Let there be a dome in the midst of the waters, and let it separate 
the waters from the waters.” So God made the dome and separated the waters 
that were under the dome from the waters that were above the dome. And it was 
so. God called the dome Sky. And there was evening and there was morning, the 
second day. 
 

And God said, “Let the waters under the sky be gathered together into one place, 
and let the dry land appear.” And it was so. God called the dry land Earth, and the 
waters that were gathered together he called Seas. And God saw that it was 
good. Then God said, “Let the earth put forth vegetation: plants yielding seed and 
fruit trees of every kind on earth that bear fruit with the seed in it.” And it was so. 
The earth brought forth vegetation: plants yielding seed of every kind and trees 
of every kind bearing fruit with the seed in it. And God saw that it was good. And 
there was evening and there was morning, the third day. 
 

And God said, “Let there be lights in the dome of the sky to separate the day from 
the night, and let them be for signs and for seasons and for days and years, and 
let them be lights in the dome of the sky to give light upon the earth.” And it was 
so. God made the two great lights—the greater light to rule the day and the 
lesser light to rule the night—and the stars. God set them in the dome of the sky 
to give light upon the earth, to rule over the day and over the night, and to 
separate the light from the darkness. And God saw that it was good. And there 
was evening and there was morning, the fourth day. 
 



And God said, “Let the waters bring forth swarms of living creatures, and let birds 
fly above the earth across the dome of the sky.” So God created the great sea 
monsters and every living creature that moves, of every kind, with which the 
waters swarm and every winged bird of every kind. And God saw that it was 
good. God blessed them, saying, “Be fruitful and multiply and fill the waters in the 
seas, and let birds multiply on the earth.” And there was evening and there was 
morning, the fifth day.

And a woman in the city who was a sinner, 
having learned that he was eating in the Pharisee’s house, brought an alabaster 
jar of ointment. She stood behind him at his feet, weeping, and began to bathe 
his feet with her tears and to dry them with her hair, kissing his feet and anointing 
them with the ointment. Now when the Pharisee who had invited him saw it, he 
said to himself, “If this man were a prophet, he would have known who and what 
kind of woman this is who is touching him, that she is a sinner.” Jesus spoke up

“speak.” “A certain moneylender had two debtors; one owed five hundred 
denarii, and the other fifty.

You did not anoint my head with oil, but she has anointed my feet with ointment. 
Therefore, I tell you, her many sins have been forgiven; hence she has shown 
great love. But the one to whom little is forgiven loves little.” Then he said to her, 
“Your sins are forgiven.” But those who were at the table with him began to say 
among themselves, “Who is this who even forgives sins?” But he said to the 
woman, “Your faith has saved you; go in peace.”
