2 RETURN TO THE GOSPEL PT. 15

Today we're going to look at three gospel actions that Paul lays out for us. First, the gospel
confronts and reveals what is broken. Second, the gospel reminds us of Christ’s sacrifice. And
third, the gospel calls us to examine ourselves and reconcile with one another.

I. The Gospel Confronts - (1 Corinthians 11:17-22)

- The very who are God's temple, the dwelling place of His Spirit, the body of
Christ Himself. And yet, instead of being one body, they were into
factions and cliques.

- The gospel was shining a on their gatherings and what
was really in their hearts.

- The very that was supposed to proclaim the gospel of Christ, His self-giving
love — had become a place of indulgence and shame.

- The gospel shines the light of Christ into our gatherings, and sometimes what's

is not very pretty.

- The gospel always what is broken, not to condemn us, but to lead us to
repentance and healing at the cross.

Il. The Gospel Reminds - (1 Corinthians 11:23-26)

- The Lord’s Supper did not in the heart of man it in
the heart of God.
- Jesus His disciples by having His body at the cross. And now He
tells them !
- The Lord has given us a place to who we are, whose we are, and what
unites us.

- In other words remember that this and this make us one body,
one family, one church.

- Every time we eat and drink, we are together: Christ has died for sinners,
His body was broken, His blood was shed, and that is our only hope.

- The Lord’s Supper is not only about Christ's death, but anticipating His
return.

lll. The Gospel Calls - (1 Corinthians 11:23-34)

- For to eat and drink in an unworthy manner is to the very sacrifice that
the Lord’s Supper .

- The solution isn't avoiding the table, it's ourselves before coming.

- The of partaking of the Lord’s Supper in an unworthy manner are
real.

- God's is always restorative, never destructive. It is a sign that we belong to
Him.

- The to their abuse is not complicated. “Wait for one another” in other words

one another, honor one another, make sure no one is excluded or shamed.
- The Lord’s Supper is not about the stomach, it's about

Christ and sharing His body as one family.

Conclusion: Every time we come to the Lord’'s Supper, it's like the Shepherd calling His sheep
back together.

- El Senor nos ha dado un lugar para guiénes somos, de quién somosy
gué es lo que nos une.

- Cada vez que comemos y bebemos, estamos juntos: Cristo murié por los
pecadores, su cuerpo fue quebrantado, su sangre fue derramada, Yy esa es nuestra Unica
esperanza.

- La Cena del Senor no es solo para la muerte de Cristo, sino también para

anticipar su regreso.

11l. El Evangelio Llama - (1 Corintios 11:23-34)

- Porque comer y beber de manera indigna es el mismo sacrificio que
la Cena del Sefor.

- La solucién no es evitar la mesa, sino a Nosotros Mmismos antes de
acercarnos.

- Las de participar de la Cena del Sefor de manera indigna son reales.

- La de Dios siempre es restauradora, nunca destructiva. Es una sefal de que
le pertenecemos.

- La a su abuso no es complicada: “Espérense unos a otros”; en otras palabras,

mutuamente, hdnrense entre ustedes, asegUrense de que nadie sea

excluido ni avergonzado.
- La Cena del Sefior no se trata de el estdbmago, sino de
a Cristo y compartir Su cuerpo como una sola familia.

Conclusion: Cada vez que participamos de la Cena del Sefior, es como si el Pastor estuviera
[lamando nuevamente a Sus ovejas para reunirlas.
