Community Group Questions 
1. Read: John 15:10–12. Jesus says that keeping His commandments leads to abiding in His love and experiencing full 

joy. What do you think it means to abide in Christ’s love? How have you experienced joy when you chose to obey 
Jesus’ command to love others? 

2. Read: Romans 15:7. Paul tells believers to welcome one another just as Christ welcomed us. How has Christ 
accepted or welcomed you in your own life? What are some practical ways we can better welcome people into our 
church or community group? 

3. Read: Galatians 6:1–2. The word baros refers to a heavy burden or weight. Why do you think God designed the 
church to help carry each other’s burdens? What are some examples of “boulders” people often try to carry alone? 

4. Read: Galatians 6:5 The word phortion refers to a personal load or responsibility. What is the difference between a 
burden we should share and a responsibility we should carry ourselves? What is something God may be asking you 
to faithfully carry right now? 

5. Read: Romans 14:17–19. The sermon talked about adiaphora—secondary issues that are spiritually neutral. What 
are some examples of secondary issues that can cause unnecessary division among Christians? How can we keep 
the focus on what truly matters in God’s kingdom? 

6. Read: John 13:35 Jesus says people will recognize His disciples by their love. Why is love such a powerful witness to 
people outside the church? Which of the “one another” commands do you feel God prompting you to practice more 
intentionally this week? 

7. Pray for your “FRANCES” (Friends, Relatives, Acquaintances, Neighbors, Coworkers, Enemies, Strangers) to be 
drawn to Jesus as their Savior in 2026. 
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
