Ø The Three Predominant World Views 
 
• Naturalism – Nature encompasses all that exists throughout space and time. The supernatural 

does not exist… only nature is real. “The cosmos is all that is, or ever was, or ever will be.” 
 

• Pantheism –The belief that all things contain divinity and that God is the sum of all things. It is 
the view that God is everything and everyone – and consequently that everyone and 
everything is God. God is one with the universe. 

 
• Theism – Affirms both the existence of a transcendent God and one that is involved in 

Creation. It is “belief in the existence of one God viewed as the creative source of the human 
race and the world who transcends yet is immanent in the world.”
