“Now concerning spiritual gifts, brothers and sisters, I do not want you to be uninformed…” 1 Corinthians 12:1 

1. ONE SOURCE, MANY _________________ 
“Now concerning spiritual gifts, brothers and sisters, I do not want you to be uninformed… There are different 
kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit distributes them.” (1 Cor. 12:1, 4) 
• Unity does not mean uniformity 

• The Spirit never creates competition; He creates COOPERATION. 

• Gifts are not badges of honor but TOOLS for service. 
 

2. THE PURPOSE OF THE _________ — EDIFICATION, NOT _______________ 
“To each one the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good.” (1 Cor. 12:7) 

1) Word of Wisdom – divine insight for practical application of truth. 
2) Word of Knowledge – revelation of facts or truth that only God could reveal. 
3) Faith – supernatural confidence in God’s power and promises. 
4) Gifts of Healing – channels through whom God restores health. 
5) Working of Miracles – interventions that reveal God’s sovereignty. 
6) Prophecy – speaking forth God’s heart to edify, exhort, and comfort. 
7) Discerning of Spirits – distinguishing truth from deception. 
8) Tongues – supernatural prayer or praise in a language unknown to the speaker. 
9) Interpretation of Tongues – making the message intelligible to others. 

• Every gift is a VISIBLE expression of the INVISIBLE Spirit, given for the common good. 

• Gifts are not for our spotlight but for others’ strengthening. 
• The healthiest churches are not the most talented, but the most LOVING. 
• Spiritual gifts divorced from love become spiritual noise (1 Cor. 13:1). 

 
3. THE SPIRIT __________ DIVERSITY INTO ONE BODY 

“For just as the body is one and has many members… so it is with Christ.” (1 Cor. 12:12) 
• The Spirit distributes gifts as He wills (v.11), not as we wish. 

• Jealousy and comparison DISRUPT the body’s unity. 

• Humility and gratitude keep the body healthy. 
 

4. THE FRUIT BEHIND THE GIFTS—______________ OVER CHARISMA 
 “The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness,   
and self-control.” (Gal. 5:22–23) 
• DEVELOP the fruit daily through SURRENDER and OBEDIENCE. 
• Use the gifts daily through faith and love. 
• The mature believer walks in BOTH power and purity. 

 
5. WALK IN _______—THE MORE EXCELLENT WAY 

“And yet I will show you the most excellent way.” (1 Cor. 12:31) 
• Prophecy builds up, NOT tears down. 
• Healing restores dignity, NOT draws attention. 
• Leadership serves, NOT dominates.
