2. I will properly focus your  EXPECTATIONS.
 You don't have, because you don't ask God for it. And if you ask, you don't receive it because you 

ask with the wrong motivation . . ."           James 4:2b-3

3. I will choose humility over PRIDEFUL ANGER.

5. I will Pray SILENTLY during a quarrel. 

 "If you draw close to God, he will draw close to you."    James 4:8a

6. Invite Jesus to MANAGE  your thoughts and words.
