1. Of the estimated 7.75 billion people alive in the world today, 3.23 billion of them live 

with little or no access to the Gospel of Jesus Christ. What do you know about these 
unreached, unengaged people groups (UUPGs)?  (FTT-Global-2020-Update) 

 
2. Deaf UUPGs Estimates range from 18 to 36 million worldwide. While they are ethnically 

diverse, they share a common linguistic bond. Sign language is at the core of their 
lives. Apart from sign language, they remain isolated from others among whom they 
live. Globally, only about 1-2% of the Deaf receive formal education in sign language.
