2. Read Acts 19:1–5. How does this passage show the importance of all three baptisms? What 
was your perspective of the baptism of the Holy Spirit when you first got saved? 

 
 

3. Read Luke 11:11–13. What is the promise in this scripture? Have you asked to receive the 
baptism of the Holy Spirit? If not, take time right now to ask Jesus to baptize you in the Holy 
Spirit. 

 
 

4. Ask you're the Lord Jesus to help you reveal any barriers (unrepented sin, unbelief, unforgiveness) that 
might keep you from all God has for you. 
 
 

5. Read 2 Corinthians 13:14 MSG) The amazing grace of the Master, Jesus Christ, the extravagant 
love of God, the intimate friendship of the Holy Spirit, be with all of you. 

 
 

6. Commit to developing an intimate friendship with Holy Spirit.
