Question 2: What should you be looking for? 
1. Someone who is authentically FOLLOWING JESUS. 
– 1 Corinthians 6:14 (ESV) - Do not be unequally yoked with unbelievers. For what 

partnership has righteousness with lawlessness? Or what fellowship has light with 
darkness?  

2. Someone that GODLEY COUNSEL approves of.  
– Proverbs 12:15 (ESV) - The way of a fool is right in his own eyes, but a wise man listens to 

advice. 

3. Someone that works THROUGH CONFLICT in a healthy way.  
– James 1:19-20 (ESV) - Know this, my beloved brothers: let every person be quick to hear, 

slow to speak, slow to anger; 20 for the anger of man does not produce the righteousness 
of God. 

4. Someone you can TRUST. 
– 1 Corinthians 13:7 (ESV) - Love bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things, endures all
