Truth about Truth
1. ABSOLUTE Truth is Empirical (tested, proven, solid, primary source)

2. Truth is SUBJECTIVE (anecdotal, subject to change, opinion).

3. HYPOTHETICAL Truth — (unproven) ASSUMPTIONS for the sake of argument & investigation.
