John 11:1-6

1. Sometimes we doubt God’s control of the ___________ (7-16). 

“Then Thomas (also known as Didymus) said to the rest of the disciples, ‘Let us also go, that we 
may die with him.’” (v. 16) 

- History is a book God is writing. 

- Philippians 1:6 

- Revelation 21:1-3 

- Psalm 1:1-3

2. Sometimes we doubt God’s control of the ___________ (17-20, 28-35). 

“When Mary reached the place where Jesus was and saw him, she fell at his feet and said, ‘Lord, 
if you had been here, my brother would not have died.’” (v. 32) 

− Romans 8:28-29 

− Psalm 23:1-4 

− If it got to you, God let it through. 

➢ Sometimes we doubt what God let us go through in the past. 

➢ Sometimes we doubt that God can forgive us for our past. 

 

3. Sometimes we doubt God’s control of the ___________ (21-27, 38-40) 

“’Take away the stone,’ he said. ‘But, Lord,’ said Martha, the sister of the dead man, ‘by this time 
there is a bad odor, for he has been there four days.’” (v. 39) 

− Not optimistic, but hopeful. 

− Things may not get better, but they will get fixed. 

 

 When we see God’s power, we are forced to make a choice. (41-46, 53)
