1. Stewarding Time: Living with Eternal Awareness  
Ephesians 5:15–17 (NIV) 
“Be very careful, then, how you live—not as unwise but as wise, making the most of every opportunity, 
because the days are evil. Therefore, do not be foolish, but understand what the Lord’s will is.” 

• Establish a daily “first fruits” rhythm     (Mark 1:35-38) 
• Create a weekly Sabbath pattern    (Exodus 20:8-11) 
• Adopt margin as a spiritual discipline 
• Practice digital stewardship 

Schedule God → Schedule Family → 
Schedule Mission → Schedule Rest → Everything else 

 

2. Stewarding Talent — Activating God’s Gifts for God’s Purposes 
• Identify your gifts. (Gift Profiles) 
• Develop your gifts intentionally (Matthew 25:14–15) 
• Serve consistently, not sporadically (Give, and it shall be given…) 
• Shift from a Church Consumer to Kingdom Contributor 

Discover → Develop → Deploy → Disciple Others 
 

3. Stewarding Treasure — Aligning Resources with Eternal Purpose 

• Practice first-fruits giving  
• Create a prayer-driven budget 
• Live below your means 
• Practice hospitality 
• Adopt generosity as identity, not obligation 

Give → Save → Live → Share
